The hu.sband had the right and felt 
it his duty to make his wife behave' 
hér-self and whip her if  necessary, 
if the stick wa.s not larger than his 
thumb.* In 1874. the Supreme Court 
handed down a decision tluit a- man 
did not have the right to whip his 
wife. Before the War Between the  
States the husband had the right to 
take all money and property that his 
wife inherited and all money earned 
by her. After that a law was made

giving the* wife the right tocher  
property, personal or real estate. 
When inherited, and the wife by will 
can dispose of sathe as she wishes— 
and the wife's property is not liable 
for her husband’s debts. Mr. La­
nier explained the pert that is due 
a wife in the settlement of her hus­
band's estate. A m an’s real estate 
cannot be conveyed without the wife 
signing the deed willingly. A wife 
can go to the clerk of court, have 
her husband’s will set aside, get a 
year's support ahead of any debts, 
gpd get a life estate from his prop­
erty. In case of death of the wife 
without will, .the husband receive.s 
a  lifetime estate, but If the wife 
sees fit, she can, by will, exclude 
her husband. A wife can insure 
her husband’s life and can use the 
money or will it to whom.,she pleas­
es. A wife can sue in her own 
ñame and can dispose of any money 
received from damage suits. A hus­
band is liable for all necessitie.s of 
life due his wife and it is a crimi­
nal offense.ito not support ^her.

After Mr. Lanier’s talk, a round 
table discussion was enjoyed and 
>the members of the club thanked 
Mr. Lanier for the worthwhile infor­
mation and decided that the women 
of North Carolina were well taken 
care of In property rights.
