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‘Huge Amount Is Expended :

In Industrial Expansion

Reflector Bureau.
By HENRY AVERILL

Raleigh, Jan. 19.—More than $16,-
000,000 was spent on industrial con-
Struction in North Carolina in 1939
as a total of 219 new industrial
plants were established in the state,
it was announced today by Direc-
tor R. Bruce Etheridge of the De-
partment of Conservation and De-
velopment,

“The most significant thing with
regard to this construction and the
list of new Industries is that indus-
trial development in North Caro-
lina continued to go forward with
great strides in spite of the war in
Burope and a general feeling of un-
certainty among business concerns,”
he quoted J. T, Anderson, industrial
engineer who mmplled the figures
for the Department,

Of the added plants, 90 were en-

« tirely new, while 129 were additions
to existing plants; these figures
showing a slight decrease from the
124 completely new plants set up in
1938, but a decided increase over
the 78 additions to existing plants
in 1938.

Total construction costs for the
two years were estimated by Mr,
Anderson at about the same figure,
but the new 1939 plants and-addi-
tions will increase the state's pay
roll total by something like $13.000.-
000 annually as compared —with a
$12,000000 boost from the plants
established in 1938. Thus in the two
years North Carolina's pay rolls
have increased at least $25,000000
a year by reason of establishment of
new industrial plants.

The construction figures for 1939
does not include operating capital,
