'REPORT COMES
FROM BRITAIN

Informed Sources De-
clare That Some
Form Of Negotia-
tions Being Consid-
ered Under Swedish
Supervision; Presi-

London, March 8.—(AP)

British government believed
that the United States might
be asked to mediate the Fin-
nish-Russian war.

These sources said “some sort” of
negotiations were believed to be in

| progress under Swedish supervision,

but that another pany, “possibly
the United States” might be invited
to further the peace-making efforts.
Quarters close to the British for-
eign office said that mediation by
the United States not only would

| be acceptable to both Finland and

Russia, but also to the British-
French allies and to Germény.

The British government, these in=
formants went on, had not been
formally notified of any attempts at
mediation, but take the view that

a settlement.

Washington, March 8 —(AP)—
President Roosevelt said today the
United States government had re-
ceived no request for mediation in
the Russo-Finnish war.

Beyond saying that, however, the
chief executive declined to discuss
European reports ‘that mediation
efforts of this government might
be sought.

The president told his press con~
ference that such matters were of
a nature that could not be discussed .
even if negotiations of that kind
were going on.

To another inquiry, whether Un-
der-Secretary Welles was partici-
pating in any Russo-Finnish nego-
tiations, the chief executive re-
marked there was nothing to be
said on that.

President Wright said in
speaking at chapel, “The purpose
of the school hasn’t changed. The
objective is the same, but the means
of attaining that objective have
changed.” To meet that objective,
there was worked out first the two-
vear course for the training school
and later the four-year one for
the regular teachers cellege.

One Of Largest And
Up-to-Date Struc-
tures In State

The new classroom building to br,'!
dedicated at East Carolina Teach-l
ers College tomorrow is one of the|
largest and most up-to-date struc- |
tures In eastern North Carollna. It
will be’ the home of four major de-
partments of instruction: the Sci-
ence department, with Dr. R. J.
Slay as director; the Home Econom-
ics department, Miss Katharine
Holtzclaw, director; the Geography
department, P. W. Pickelsimer, di-
rector; and the Commerce depart-
ment, E. R. Browning, director.

This building, made imperative by
the rapidly growing student body, is
a three-story structure covering
two-thirds of an acre and having
over 22000 square feet of floor
space. It is the most imposing bulld- |
ing now on the campus, being not |
only the largest and newest, but the

best equipped. It is Georgilan in
style, and is completely fireproof
throughout. |

It was financed by federal and |
state funds, the state having paid
55 per cent and the federal gov-
ernment 45 per cent of the total cost
of around $350,000, The work on it
has been done by the J M. Gregory !
Construction Company from plans
of Eric G. Flanagan of Henderson.i

The first floor will be given over!
mainly to the work of the Home |
Economics department. with {ts|
many projects and activities. On|
this floor will be located the cloth- |
ing and food laboratories, a nursery
school, & laundry, a reception room, |
a dining room, a number of special- |
ly equipped classrooms, and a small
auditorium.

Ten years ago there were only
sixty students specializing in Home |
Economics in the College, and two
teachers on the staff. Today there
are over two hundred and fifty stu-
dents majoring in the field, under
a staff of five teachers.

Besides this material growth.
there has been a broadening in the
curriculum of the department to in-
clude a student-operated cafeteria
a nursery school, and many mod-
ern courses, In the new building a
small apartment to be run on the
lowest possible income will supple-
ment the work done in the Home
Management House outside. which
is under the supervision of Mrs. Ad-
elaid Bloxton. It will offer Home
Economics seniors the opportunity
to live in and manage a low-income
family group.

The laundry is included to train
students in the efficient use of
washing machines and electric irons
and mangles. Special equipment is
provided. too, for testing the wear-
ability and serviceability of fabrics
for clothing and houselmld pur-
poses. This is a part of the work
done in the clething laboratories in |
addition to principles of selection
of textiles, of clothing design and
construction, of working out a fam-
ily wardrobe, and of buyirg by
plan. The clothing problems of the
individual also are studled

The foods work will be carried on
in the west wing in six unit kitch-
ens, each with a dining nook at-
tached. A seventh unit will accom-
modate the Nursery School. An ex-
perimental kitchen joins the lab-
oratory and an attractive dining
room.

For the present the school lunch-
room will continue its work in the
east wing of Ragsdale Hall. which
has served lunch to from sixty to
eighty children of the training
school each school day this term
Its p is to train the Home
Economics seniors in management
of a school cafeteria. :

The Nursery School, for children
from three to five, one of the new-
est projects of the Home Economics
Department, will be in the west
wing. Its quarters will consist of a
combination office and esxamining
room, a locker room, a room for rest,
and a large playroom with obser-
vation booth. All equipment is
adapted to the small child The|
school {5 used by many departments
of the College as a laboratory for
child study.

The second floor of the new class- |
room building, given over to the
large and growing ‘Science depart-
ment, Dr. R. J. Slay, director, will
have nine laboratories to be used in
the various sciences. There will be
two laboratories for freshman bi-
ology and one each for freshman

chemistry. aqualitative and quanti-
tive analysis. organic chemistry,
physics, mineralogy. bacteriology

and botany. and physiology and zo- |
ology, besides lecture rooms and a
small well-equipped auditorium
there will be a museum work room,
