In Rural Electrification

m': gains in rural electrification
1935 have been the greatest,
o frotii a percentage viewpoint, in the
) entire United States, according to
figures of the Federal Rural Elec-
trification Administration.

These figures give 516 per cent as
the proportionate growth, the ac-
tual number of farms receiving cen-
tral station service jumping from 9,-
6 on December 31, 1934, to 59,580
on June 30, 1939.

In percentage of farms electrified
the state rose from 3.2 per cent in
1935 to 18.6 in the middle of 1939.

Dudley Bagley, head of the state

& Rural Electrification Authority, said
that growth since the middle of last
year has been rapid and estimated
that by the end of this year, elec-
tric power will be available to at
least 100,000 rural customers of all
sorts—a figure which indicates that
about 87,000 farms will be getting
central station service,

As of the middle of last year the
#tate stood ninth in the nation in
number of farms served. California,
Michigan, Ohio, Pennsylania, New

. York, Wisconsin, Indiana and Illi-
nois alone exceeded North Cagolina.

In 1935 there were only eleven
states below North Carolina in per-
centage of farms electrified. By 1939
the state had passed 12 others and
stood almost exactly in the middle
of the 48 states.

The Federal REA report for 1939
quite naturally attributed much of
the North Carolina growth to Its
own efforts; but there was more
than one significant passage indi-
cating that private utilities were as

< much responsible as the federal
fgency.

For instance, in recapitulating
North Carolina activities, the REA
report said in one paragraph:

“The utilities have extended their
rural lines more aggressively and
faster than in most other states.”

Perhaps because of the rather bit-
ter controversy of a couple of years
pack—perhaps for a variety of rea-
sons, the Federal REA report fail-

,d to mention the State Rural Elec-
trification Authority. but it is re-
garded as quite significant that the
tremendous growth in rural lines
began in North Carolina almost
simultaneously with the creation of
the State body. It iz also quite sig-
nificant that it was not until last
year . that the Federally sponsored
eléctric cooperatives began to show
anything like the increase in mlile-
age that the utilities could boast

The state enjoyed a noteworthy
g distinction, according to the report.
in having one of the eleven coopera-
tives in the United States which
have made interest and principal
payments to the Feceal govern-
ment on amortization of loans
This early-bird paver is the Pitt
and Greene Electric Cooperative at
Farmville. Its ability to pay ahead
of time is attributed to success of
its management in convincing its
customers (many of whom are ten-
ant farmers) that it is the part of
wisdom to pay their electric bills (at
® least the minimum) for a year in
advance.
