|'N C. Farmers To In-i

crease Most Crops,
However

| Carolina farmers apparently intend
Ito increase their plantings of most
spring creps except tobacco and
sweet potatoes, the federal-state
crop reporting service said today.

The report said farmers 'of the
state “expect to decrease  their to-
bacco acreage 31 per cent {rom the
record acreage of last year, which,
if carried out, will be 564.000 acres

“This is 11 per cent below the
average acreage planted for 1929-
1938 and would be the smallest ac-
reage since 1934. A yield per acre
in 1940 equal to the 10-year aver-
agé, 1929-1938. would produce a
crop of 440.489.000 pounds, which
would de the shortest in five years

The report said Old Belt tobacco
farmers apparently plan to reduce
their acreage 26 per cent, the New
Bright belt by 35 per cent. to give
the smallest acreage since 1934, and
the Border belt 31 per cent. third
| highest on record. despite the sharp
reduction.

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Merchants Not United In

Gubernatorial Campaign

Reflector Bureau.
By HENRY AVERILL

Raleigh, March 21.—In somewhat
glaring contrast to the last two
campaigns this year's gubernatorial
battle in North Carolina will find
the so-called merchant’s bloc as
badly divided as the general run of
the electorate, according to pres-
ent - indications.

In 1932 A. J. Maxwell, again a
candidate this year, was the choice
of perhaps 856 per cent of the state’s
merchants, and it has been estimat-
ed that four years ago Dr. Ralph W.
McDonald got an even larger pro-
portion of their votes.

In each instance it was announc-
ed and reiterated opposition to the
sales tax which influenced the
merchant’s choice; but so far in the
current contest no single candidate
seems to have struck the proper
chord to capture the ear of the men
who sell at retail to Tar Heels.

It is quite possiblé that later in
the campaign something may hap-
pen to change the status quo; with
Kenly's Paul Grady the most likely
beneficiary of any sudden change
of sentiment.

Conclusions set out above are
drawn from the meeting here this
week of the board of directors of the
North Carolina Retail Merchants
Association,

All but about half a dozen of the
51 directors were present and it
took only a casual poll to learn
that every one of the six major
contenders for the governorship has
supporters among them. That, in it-
self would indicate strongly that
not all the merchants—nor even any
computable majority of them—are
going to be behind any one candi-
date.

At the meeting, which was called
primarily to select a convention city
for this year (Elizabeth City got
it), there wasn't a murmur of poli-
tics. Nobody proposed endorsement
of any candidate and in the course
of the whole meeting there was no

personal dislike of the whole thing.
His concrete proposal, however, does
not seem to have captured the im-
agination of the merchanits and
there has not been apparent any-
thing resembling a stampede to his
camp.

Tom Cooper, too, has declared his
complete and utter dislike of the
sales tax, but hasn't gone .even as
far as Gravely in promising relief,
quick and drastic. He would auto-
matically remove one-half of one
per cent each biennium--a process
which would take out the whole
three per cent in a dozen years.
Again there has ben no reverberat-
ing roar of cheers from grateful
merchants.

Maxwell, arch foe of the levy in
1932, like Annie, “doesn’t live here
any more.” The best he holds out
is that if and when  the state’s fi-
nances permit a revamping of the
tax system the sales tax, “last
schedule to be adopted” should be
the “first to be repealed.” Nobod.
acquainted with the history of state
taxation expects to live long enough
to benefit from a general lowering
of taxes with any existent sched-
ule being wiped out because the
revenue isn't needed. That's in the
same class as the millenium. So
the Maxwell' pronouncement is
about as satisfying to the anti-
sales taxers as a Hitler promise is
to Chamberlain.

Lieutenant Governor W .P. Hor-
ton isn't a bit more optimistic than
Maxwell of the prospects of reduc-
ing or abolishing the sales tax.

And so there the merchants are
—nobody except Grady seems to
offer them anything like what they
want and they are taking little
stock in the Grady plan until they
know what it is. If they find it fully
acceptable, they may go for him in
a big way and large numbers. If
they don't, then the merchants are
going to divide up their ballots just
about like any other unclassified
part of the Tar Heel populace.
