Exports from the United States 
to South America amounted to ap­
proximately $329.000.000 in the cal­
endar v’ear 1939, or an  increase of 
nearly ten per cent over the pre­
ceding year» This is the largest figy 
ure for many years and helps b) 
off.set the declme in exports to Eu­
rope resulting from the war 

' This increase in exports to South 
America is of great importance to 
the American fanner,” states the 
^ n ie a n  N itrate Bdueatkmal Bureau 
“Europe has had to shift its pur- 
cha.ses here from agricultural prod­
ucts to military supplies.
