A uthenticity of Pap­

"academic freedom.”

The American Col­
lege of Surgeons, long one of the 
leader.s in the fight against this dis- 
ea‘;e. has records in its files of 30,- 
000 individuals who have had can­
cer. have been treated by x-rays, ra- 
(lumi and surgery, and now, five or 
more >ears after their treatm ent, 
arc entirely free of the dl.sea.se. Dr. 
Frank E. Adair, chairm an of the 
committee on cancer of the Ameri­

can College of Surgeons, recently Is­
sued an appeal to member doctors 
to send tlieir records In for filing. 
He believes th a t there are a t least 
100.000 men and women who have 
been cured of cancer and are now in 
good health.

The Cured Cancer Club is grow­
ing slowly but steadily. Anyone may 
join who Is certified by a  recogniaed 
physician as having had the disease, 
be<*n treated for it, and after five 
years, is free of any recurrence 
Tlier* are no dues or expenses of 
niiy sort. However, those who joir 
must be willing to  be known pub­
licly a.s cured-can<»r patients.

R e­
cently, a  song w ith  a  sim ilar melody 
m ade a big h i t.  I t  was a  best seller. 
T his agen t a n d  th e  a u th o r of the 
h i t ^ n g  a re  now being sued by th is  
fellow from  th e  W est.

“If I  h ad  h im  here ,” the  agent 
said thoughtfu lly , “I ’d  punch him. 
I ’d éram  h is  lousy song down his 
gullet.”

"W as his song lousy?”
“No. On th e  co n tra ry  it was a 

very good song. B u t it  w asn’t timely. 
I t  d idn ’t  tell. T h e  publishers d idn ’t 
w ant it, or d id n 't  h ave  sen.se enough 
to  an tic ip a te  its  m erits, and le t It 
go. I  re tu rned  it  to  him . Now I ’m a 
defendant.”

A lot of people h ave  th e  ides th-it 
because th ey  a re n ’t  well known 
th e ir s tu ff d oesn ’t  receive fa ir tre a t­
m ent. T h a t isn 't  tru e . I t  isn 't true  
wllH reputab le  publishers. I can tell 
you. E veryth ing th a t  comes in Is 
read, an d  clasely. T he outstanding 
m ystery novel of la s t year cam e in 
cold—ju st bobbed u p  in the mail.

B ut th a t  Isn’t  a  good policy. Peo­
ple ought to  work th rough  agents. 
T h a t m an  in  M ich igan  ought to  get 
him self a good agen t. Maybe h e ’s 
ano th er S in c la ir Lewis. Maybe he’.s 
not. An ag en t will tell him . and 
quickly. Recognized agen ts are 
thoroughly reliable. T hey  have to 
be. And they  know  w ha t they  are 
talking about. T h ey  have to gue.ss 
right, or th ey  sta rve. I f  an  agent 
accepts your m an uscrip t, it  has a 
chance. If he  refu.scs it. take his 
w ord .for It th a t  it  is no good, and 
try  again.

A few days ago, I  happened to  be ; 
in the  office.s of Doubleday, Doran, 
one of the  big publi-shing hoiusc.s. I 
.saw a lot of m an uscrip ts and re­
ports over th ere . T he knowns and 
the unknow ns a ll get the  same care­
ful trea trp en t. R eputable firms 
would go b a n k ru p t if they failed to 
guess righ t. W ith  them , a m an u ­
script does a ll th e  talking. Boo.sts 
from  friends or " in fluen tia l people" 
count no t a  d am n. T he only thing 
th a t m a tte rs  Is th e  m anuscrip t i t ­
self.
