half a dozen red-hot Congressional 
races are in progress almost com­
pletely ignored and unsung by the 
public prints.

In Districts One, Two, Five, Sev­
en and Ten incumbents Lindsay 
Warren, John Kerr, Lon Polger, 
Bayard Clark and Bob Doughton 
can sit back and enjoy this fine 
spring weather, with nothing more 
serious than R^ublican opposition 
in November to worry about— and 
that’s nothir^ to lose weight over 
in North Carolina. "

But in the other six districts it’s 
very different’ and the half dozen 
sitting Congressmen must more 
than occasionally worry about the 
fact they are more or less tied 
down in Washington while their 
oppo6iti<xi has the run of the land 
and can do all the handshaking 
and baby-kissing without OMnpeti- 
tion.

In practically every one of these 
contests the present job holder ap­
pears to have the inside track, 
though more than one is regarded 
as more or less of a toss-up; but 
it’s motto of good politics never to 
overlook or underestimate the op­
position and so the sitting six are 
probably not at all comfortable.

Here are a few sidelights and in­
dications on the.-various and sun­
dry races: **

Third: Young Charlie Abemethy, 
son of a former Congres.sman. is 
maki|)g his third effort to beat Gra­
ham (Hap) Barden, while a third 
éntry is Zleno B. Spence of Golds­
boro. Abemethy, ustog the Town­
send plan as his main plank could- 
not win when he was the only Bar­
den opponent. Now he shares that 
plank with Spence and there seems 
little reason to believe that Bar­
den is in any more danger than he 
was two years ago.

Fourth: Willie Lee Lumpkin of 
Franklin county was expected to 
oppose Congressman Harold Coo­
ley but a t the last minute Edward 
P. Griffin, also of Franklin, turn­
ed out to be the formal Cooley com­
petition."

Griffin denies there are any un­
usual politiral angles to hLs candi­
dacy which he says is not based on 
any deal or the result of any ma­
chinations. Still and all it has not 
become quite clear how and why 
Griffin did get in; though there is 
a strong suspicion in many quart­
ers that Griffin’s entry was engin­
eered in order to keep Cooley so 
Ymsy about his own affairs that he 
will not ha%’e either the time or 
the inclination to ‘‘put out" in be­
half of Raleigh’s Joseph Melville 
Broughton, listed among the top­
flight contenders for the governor­
ship. 4

So far there has been almost no 
; open interest or loud t*lk about the 
' race and on the basis of the old 
I  saying ’ them as has. keeps.” the 
incumbent is a logical betting fav­
orite.

Sixth: Here, perhaps, is the wid­
est open race in the State. A 
four-county district with one en­
try from each and every count. In- 
as much as Congressman Carl Dur­
ham inhabits Orange, the scantiest 
voting of the four, he starts with 
something of a handicap, which 
may or may not be balanced by the 
natural advantages of an "in.”

For (Mice in an eon Guilford, 
which casts more votes than any. 
has only one citiren seeking the of­
fice. toll there is still much ques­
tion whether all the other citizens 

unite in support of their fel­
low citizen, John Caffey. who was 
chairman of the House appropria­
tion committee in the 1939 General 
AssemWy.

Durham is offering Oscar Bark­
er. who ran seamd to Lewis Teague, 
who died later, in the 1938 voting, 
and who. many stlU feel, was “done 
wrcKig” by the District committee 
which picked Cari Durham. Some 
say these voters are not like ele­
phants and that they have forgot­
ten their righteous Indignation of 
the mistreatment of Barker. Oth­
ers think the reverse.,

Bd Hanford, of Alamance, is the 
fourth entry. He is advocating the 
Townsend idan and will get a  whale 
at a vote in his home county, prac­
tically ntme elsewhere.

I t wouid be a  foolhardy prophet 
who. from a distant Raleigh view, 
atteiiqRed to predict the outcome 
of this mad scramble Some say 
J[Xirham. others Barker, still others 
Ctoffey. 'The ohl>' safe bet is that 
there will be a second primary and 
tha t Hanford will not be in it.

Eighth: Here they are having a 
second running of the notorious

Burgin-Deane derby, with the in­
cumbent W. O. mffgln carrying ad­
ded weight in the form oi abolition 
of the absentee ballot—of which he 
got no less than 1,888 in his h<wne 
coun^ of Davidson in 1938.

But Burgin and C. B. Deane of 
Richmond aren’t  even half the to­
tal entry list, for these are three 
others—Giles Newton of Gibson, 
Bob Steéle, 3rd, of Rockingham, 
and D. C. Phillips of Southern
Pines.

The Steele entry indicates that

Deane’s home county Isn’t by any 
means solidly for him. DavidSOn 
wouldn’t  let Walter Lambeth get 
back into the Congressional run- 
hlng again after two years of vol­
untary exile. Which makes it look 
as though the Richmonder will 
have an even harder row to hoe 
than In 1938, when he was hdd  of- 
flciaJly to have received 23 more 
votes than did Burgin, only to lose 
out by entering Into an artltration 
agreement.
