On the other hand, if England and
France sided with Japan, Chiang
Kai-Shek would have to give up. So
Japan will try desperately to make
terms with England and France.

Deal With Allies?
Meanwhile, why should Russia
stand idly by and let England and
France make a deal with Japan?
The Soviets will come in to the dis-
cussions and seek the friendship of
the Allies. Russia cannot afford to
have Japan get China. She would
be out on a limb! So 1t seems to me
