ACCEPTANCE OF
FDR IS ASSURED

Formal Announce-
ment Expected To
Be Made In Address
From Washington
Tonight at 9 p.m.
E.S.T.

Chicago Stadium, July 18.
~——(AP) — President Roose-
velt’s acceptance of an un-
precedented third term
nomination was all but for-
mally announced today
through indirect White
House designation of Henry
A. Wallace, 51 - year- old
Iowan, for the vice presi-
dential pace on the 1940
Demccratic ticket.

Delegates were eager for the
President’s forr.' -« rd It was
not to be long in forthcoming.

Senator Byrnes of South Caro-
lina, chairman of the committee
which notified £ir. Roosevelt of his
nomination today by telephone,
told reporters the President would
make known his intention in a tele-
gram.

Originally JByrnes arranged to
read this telegram to the assembled
delegates immediately after Senator |
Alben Barkley of Kentucky, the
convention chairman., could obtain
order at the midday meeting sched-
uled for 1 p. m., CST.

After further conferences with
convention leaders, however, it was
made known that the day meeting
would be only perfunctory and Mr.
Roosevelt's word withheld until the
delegates reassembled at 6 p. m,,
CST.

Barkley said that tonight the con-
vention would proceed to nominate
A vice president, hear a five-minute
talk from Mrs. Franklin D. Roose-
velt and then at 8 p. m_, CST, hear
a radio address by the President
from the White House.

Whallace is a former Republican
who has served as Secretary of Ag-
riculture in Mr. Roosevelt's cabi-
net since the beginning of the New
Deal in 1932. The decision to choose
Wallace to run with the President
became known after both Secretary
of State Cordell Hull and Byrnes had
refused to be considered.

Word that “it's Wallace™” quickly
spread from delegate to delegate and

there were indications *hai «ther
contenders would withdraw., Sena-
tor Harrison (D.-Miss.) told the

Mississippi delegation it was “Wal-
lace on the first ballot” and pre-
dicted no one else would even be
omlnated.

EEKS T0 END

Britain Offers Of-
fices in Attempt to

Bring Peace
London, July 18—(AP)—Prime

Minister Churchill proffered todaAy
the good offices of Great Britain to
end the three-year-old Chinese-
Japanese war by peaceful means
alone.

He told the House of Commons
that Britain concluded an accord
with Japan for closing the Burma
road against war supplies for China
because she was bound to take note
of the “dominant fact” that Britain
is engaged in a “life and death

struggle.”

Britain has no desire, he sgid. to
interfere with the legitimate aims
of either China or Japan.

The exigencies of the present sit-
uation, he went on, compelled the
British government to make the
Burma accord with Japan as a
“temporary arrangement” in the
hope that the time so gained may
lead to a solution just and equita-
ble to both.”

The British-Japanese accord also
cuts off war supplies for the Thinese
by way of the British crown colony'
of Hongkong,

Churchill prefaced his exposition
of the accord with Japan with the
statement that any American
movement to send United States
ships Lo remove children from the
British Isles would “immediately
engage the most earnest considera-
tion of His Majesty's government.”

He said an exodus of children to
the dominions- and the United
States was “most undesirable” and
the military situation does not re-
quire it.

Any further immigration that
may be possible, he continued. will
be regulated with a view to re-
storing a balance between rich and
poor and not in pursuance of any
policy of reducing the number of
persons “in this well defended is-
land.”

Lake Michie Averts
Loss Of Storage
~ Capacity

Raleigh, July 18—Good utiliza-
tion of land in the watershed is sav-
ing the Lake Michie reservoir near
Durham from loss of storage capaci-
ty common to other municipal res-
ervoirs in the Piedmont area of the
State, it was reported here today by
W. D. Lee, Extension soil conserva-
tionist of N. C. State College. A sur-
vey recently completed by the Soil
Conservation Service showed this,
he stated.

Lee said it was found that the an-
nual loss of storage capacity in the
Lake Michie reservoir due to silting
is only .36 per cent. whereas the an-
nual Joss of capacity in the Uni-
versity reservoir near Chapel Hill is
1.14 perscent, the Greensboro mu-
nicipal regervoir .79 percent, the
High Poing reservoir .71 per cent,
Concord .65 per cent, and High Rock
62 per cent,

The “Extension specialist gives
credit for a large share of the im-
proved land use practices in the wa-
tershed to the fact that it is located
in two Soil Conservation Districts—
the Dan River and Neuse River.
These legal land divisions were or-
ganized ‘by the Extension Service
and are now managed by farmers
who have the technical assistance
of representatives of the Soil Con-

The Lake Michie survey showed,
nowever, that motierite érosion’ was
evident over 76 per cent of the
area. ‘This means approximately
one-half of the topsoll has been re-
moved, with very ‘slight gullying.
Only 1.9 per cent has been severely
damaged,: which - means 'all topsoil
gone and badly_gullied."
