Ratings Of Cafes
In County Shown

J. H. Moore, Pitt cou.nly sanitary
inspector, and J. T. Welch, City of
Greenville Sanitary Inspector, re-
leased today through thesPitt coun-
ty health department the cafe rat-
ings for the month of October.

The inspectors stated that some
cafe operators do not seem to real-
ize the Importance of proper sani-
tation. Nor do they seem to realize
that the sanitary regulations are
state regulations and not local reg-
ulations, They stated that even
though ‘the local inspector is the
agent of the State Board of Health
as well as the agent of the local
health department, he has no au-
thority for changing the state regu-
lations. His duty is simply that of
explaining the regulations to the
cafe operator, instructing him how
he can meet these regulations and
then, from time to time, make in-
spections and grade the cafe or oth-
er eating place. And while the in-
spector is always anxious to help
the cafe operator meet the state
regulations which would justify a
grade A rate, at the same time, if
he Is to afford health protection to
the public, he must grade the eating
place solely on its merits and post
the grading card accordingly whe-
ther it be A, B or C.

Accidents In N. C.
Claim Heavy Toll

Raleigh, Nov. 19.—There were 161
deaths last month from what the
State Board of Health lists as pre-
ventable ‘accidents, as compared
with 131 in October, 1939, according
to the figures just issued by the
Division of Vital Statistics, of which
Dr. R. T, Stimpson is the director.
The increase registered in October,
140 was 30.

Aside from deaths due to auto-
mobile accidents, there were 15 ac-
cidental drownings last month, as
compared with only 3 during the
same period a year ago, while rail-

‘road accidents not associated with

highway traffic took a toll of7,
against 4 a year ago. Also, there
were two alr transportation fatali-
ties this year, as-—compared with
none for the corresponding period
in 1939, it was pointed out.

So far, for the entire year, the
death toll in North Caroling from
preventable accidents totals 1,196
out 8f 26,393 deaths from all causes.
In other words, those dying from
preventable ccidents - constitute
more than four and a half per cent
of those dying from all causes. This
does not include those who have
died from diphtheria and other
preventable diseases.
