NO SURPRISES
IN PROPOSALS

Broughton’s Address
ks About As Had
Been Expected

Reflector Bureau
By HENRY AVERILL

Raleigh, Jan. 8 — Governor Jos-
eph Melville Broughton sprang no
surprises in his inaugural address
delivered shortly after noon today.

On most questions his position
has been known for months, and
he did little more than restate his
views. On the two issues most
likely to bring budgetary contro-
versy, exemption of food for home
consumption fro mthe sales tax and
“contingent” diversion of highway
funds, he left loopholes big enough
to maneuver with an army in any
desired direction.

The one section calculated to pro-
voke any eyebrow raising was that
calling, in effect, for a complete re-
organization of the Highway Pa-
trol and “other agencies related to
regulation of motor vehicles."” Here
no detailed blue print was present-
ed., but ‘there was notice that he
will “recommend” legislation on the
subject. ¢
He advocated without equivoca-
tion: (1) A retirement system for
teachers and other state employees,
12) A balanced budget and no new
or greatly expanding tax bases, (3)
More money faor vocational educa-
tion including a system for training
prisoners in trades, (4) appropria-
tions for forestry, including forest
fire prevention, adequate to make
unnecessary diversion of any money
from game and fish license collec-
tions, (5) Greater attention to the
state's mineral resources, (6) res-
triction and tighter regulation of
the sale of fortified wines, (7) ban
on gambling slot machines, (8) a
12th Congressional District rather
than a Céngressman at large, (9)
Reapportionment of the General
Assembly, (10) Cooperation with the
Federal government in its Social
Security activities, (11) money for
the Utility Commission to join in
the South’s fight against discrimin-
atory freight rates.
