Raleigh, Feb. 18.—Death worked 
ovetlime on NblPth Carolina roads In 
North Carolina during January 
tlalming 88 victims In highway traf­
fic accidents, according to provision­
al mrui-es of t i e  highway safety di­
vision.

Ih ls  b  an thcrease of 20 over 
January, 1940, and there remains a 
food chance that the fatality figures 
will climb even higher when all the 
returns are in; because they are pro­
visional only and not final.

Reckless, speeding and drunken 
drivers combined with careless and 
perhaps pie-eyed pedestrians t» ac­
count for the greatest single Item 
In the long casualty list, with no 
less than 38 pedestrians numbered 
mid the slain.

Not only was there no letup In the 
ghastly siauihter on ttie roads last 
month, but this month promises tc 
provide even grimmer evidence that 
those a t the wheel In North Caro­
lina are. In far too great a propor­
tion. heedless of the . hazards of 
handling high speed, powerful mo- 
tor vehicles.

Next to the running down of pe­
destrians, the crash of motor vehi­
cles wlü» motor vehicles was deadli­
est In Jtenuary. with 23 dead. Tliir- 
teen persons died as the cars they 
were driving or pi which they were 
passengers ran off the roadway and 
overturned.

Four races between trains and 
motor cars for crtieaing rights fin­
ished In dead heats—and nine dead 
were sttewa klomi the tm k s —four 
dying in one smash up In Johnston 
three in another In Halifax and one 
each in Durham and Orange.

Two bicycllste were killed In Sur­
ry. Three perished In car-fixed ob­
ject collisions, and two were killed 
In what Is technically termed ‘‘oth- 

' er non-ctdnskm” accidents.
There were fifteen more personr 

killed than there were fatal acci­
dents. this aecentuatlof a recent 
tendency to kill 'em off wholbsnlc 
rather than one bv one.
