If yen do not h a w  these shrubs 
you shotted include them in your 
ptanttog. In  preparing for planting, 
stir Uie sorface arotmd early blootn- 
ing iteante and give fight appltoa- 
tlom  of bone m eal or sheep fertiliz- 
«e. Do not remove the mulch of 
letufc or peat moss from around 
CamclUa Japónicas or Azaleas but 
ntex (wtton seed meal with the top

By M arch 15 we 
may begin cultivating in earnest 
an d  applying <|uicker acting fer- 
tiliaer. '* '

Ask the factory dealer for 2-12-10, 
which I have found excellent for 
small plants. Vigoro te also good for 
March and A |»il feeding. Vigoro 
should be given in sm all doses as 
we do not want to make the mistake 
of stimulating plants too much and 
force tender growth until after the 
•vent of the last heavy frost.

Many hardy plants th a t can stand 
zero weather and the  blooms even 
survive the cold If left to nature; 
cannot stand frost. If over stimu­
lated. 'This does not apply to Pan­
sies. English Daisies and Violets. 
Light applications of fertilizer every 
two weeks will give them  longer 
stents. larger blooms and longer 
bkxnnlng season.

When fertilizing snxall plants, be 
careful not to dust the  foliage or 
budgs. Neglect has not killed as 
many plants as over-doses of fer­
tilizer, carelessly applied.

About the middle of March cut 
back old roses to two feet dig the 
w inter compost into the  beds be­
tween the roses, and add a pint of 
commercial plant food, in a two-foot 
circle around the old bushes and a 
handful to the bushes planted last 
fall.

Cut back fall planted roses to a 
foot or 18 inches. Roaes do not al­
ways survive the .severe cutting back 
th a t some growers recommend. In 
moving roses they may be' cut back 
to six inches. For roses I have 
found barnyard fertilizer for fall 
application and commercial fertil­
izer the best for spring For thofse 
who did not have a fall garden, 
choose two-year oW Mooming and 
resaly to bloom plants and carefully 
ptont them in well prepared beds

‘The spring showers md warmer 
tetoperature will quickly bring a dis­
play th a t win leave an impression 
th a t your garden wa,s ateo ready for 
spring.

Raleigh. March 3 — Last fall the 
people of North Carolina’s capital 
city voted down a proposal, spon­
sored by both newspapers and most 
of the big business organizations, 
for a city manager plan of govern­
ment. As an aftermath of that 
voting, and In connection with 
Judge Hunt Parker’s clean up cam­
paign on tax listing delinquency, 
several Raleigh registrars were put 
on the carpet and three of them 
[resigned under pressure. Dusing. 
the course of proceedings some un­
complimentary things were said 
about the folks who appointed these 
registrars in the first place.

Comes now time for another city 
election, this one to name a  mayor 
and two other commissioners. I t 
falls to the lot of the county board 
of elections to appoint election of­
ficials. ’fh e  estimaMe gentlemen 
on the board are playing safe and 
are not going to get caught short 
this time. A public meeting is sche­
duled for the Wake county court 
house this afternoon a t which sug­
gestion will be heard about suita­
ble appointees and after gettbig as 
nearly as they can anidea of who 
the voters want on the various 
boxes, the board will announce ap­
pointments.

State May Revive 
Real Elstate Body
Raleigh, March 3 — The 1941

legislature seems to be rather com­
missioned-minded, a s contrasted 
with the 1939 session which seem­
ed determined to get rid of most 
of them.

Governor Broughton has not In­
dicated at any time tha t he was 
opposed to a new commission which 
would give the governor additional 
appointive officers, although he has 
not gone to bat for some of the 
proposals. All of which is prefa­
tory to saying that the proposal to 
re-constitute the Real Estate Bteird, 
knocked out by the supreme cou|rt, 
may find favor. ’Die high court 
ruled out the old board on the main 
ground that it was not actually 
statewide in scope, about half the 
coimties having been exempted 
from its provisions. Representa­
tive Moore of Guilford has a bill 
pending in the house tha t would 
set up another board with virtual­
ly the same duties as the former 
group had. It will mean some 
more executive appointments and 
one or two right well paid private 
jobs. 'The temper o i this assembly 
Is such that the bill has a  chance.

Of course this is a local proposi­
tion, concerning only Raleigh. Such 
news value as it has lies in the nov­
elty of the Idea. And in that con­
nection one is reminded of the story 
about the school teacher turned 
newspaper man and who, smarting 
under the castigation of his editor 
about qualifying all his statements, 
brought forth this gem “I t was 
probably one of the mc^t unique 
meetings.” 'Die Raleigh meeting 
may fizzle out. but at ahy rate it 
is “one of the most unique.”
