’42 CAMPAIGN
State To Conduct An­

other Primary In 
About A Year

Raleigh, March 24,—Just about a 
year from now the people of North 
Carolina will be getting into another 
primary political campaign for the 
nomination of 170 members of the 
General Av»embly. a United States 
senator. 12 representatives In Cou- 
gre.ss. three Supreme court justices 
and f«me eight of ten jxlttges of tl>e 
Superior court. Many factors will 
be Involved in the campaign, aonie 
of which already are in evidence, 
and others are still in the germ 
stage. Readers who are not inter­
ested in .secpulative poUticar stores 
may save time by quitung light 
here, for thl.s .story is wholly poUti- 
cal and frankly speculative. It does 
not eveti ettempt to guess, for guess­
ing contemplates a definite choice 
as between probable evCTits. H ie 
purpose here is to relay to the read­
ers O f this newspaper what some of 
the poliUcai observers around the 
eapiul city are saying might hap­
pen to influence votii« next year.

Tlie big job at .stake is the .seat in 
the United Stales Senate now occu­
pied bv .Senator J  W Bailey and 
toward wdjlch Oc«iRres.sman Harold 
n. Cooley of the fourth district Is 
known to be looking witli wistful 
eyes. The mo;,t interesting thing to 
watch in connection with this as 
with cll other races, is the effect of 
the Broughton administration and 
the influence of the admittedly pow­
erful "Broughton machine.”

Govenior Broughton's policy of 
completely revampuig the whole 
■State government, terminating ten­
ure of all apix)intlve state officials 
regardless of what terms Uiey had

been named for by former gover­
nors, has placed him emphatically 
in the driver's seat of the state po­
litical set-up. Tliere Is inherent in 
this situation a lot of power and 
iremendou.H responsibility.

If the new organization works to 
the salisfoctlon and pleasure of the 
people. Governor Broughton will be 
the biggest boss the .state has ever 
known. IwWlng the power of life 
and death over the political ambi­
tions Of thousands of people. If it 
doesn't work to the pelasure of the 
people, however efficient it may 
prove, Oov. Broughton will find him­
self saddled with sole respom^ibillty 
tor it and his influence will be at 
little worth. For that very obvious i 
r^ so n  it is impossible now to pre­
dict what the Broughton power will 
be this time next year.

I t ts a safe jH'ediction that he will 
be the issue in many a county cam­
paign. particularly for legislators. 
And there is nothing in his record to 
date, before or since he became gov­
ernor, to indicate that he will not 
seek to name his own friends in 
every case.

Another interesting phase of the 
1942 campaign is the way it is likely 
to get tangled up with the guber- 
naUNdal race two years later. Be­
cause of aM this entanglement dis­
cussion the senatorial race next 
summer is bound to be colored by 
considerations of gubernatorial em- 
bltions. as well as the west«Ti sen­
ate seat to be filled In 1944.

In any such discussion two names 
are bound to take prominent place. 
One is comparatively new in state 
politics. They are Ralph W. Mc­
Donald and Bnery B. Denny. With 
respect to the Bailey campaign, the 
name of McDonald is more impor­
tant. There is no great love be­
tween the youthful doctor of {*11- 
osophy «vilo .scared the daylights out 
of the ‘'old crowd” five years a ^  
when he klmost beat Clyde Hoey for 
governor, and the astute senior sen­
ator. Each is a master strategist, 
working along different Inies. Th* 
feature of Interest in the current 
ease is involveaumt of Nlew Deal 
|x>licies in the state race.

Dr. McDonald has oetn regarded | 
as the fair haired boy with the New 
Dealers. He walked rings around 
all the old-timers from this state 
at tlie Chicago nominating conven­
tion last summer, after leading the 
third term cam{>aign in the state. 
He wa-s conceded to be the lad that 
all federal Job hunters would have 
to see before there wa-s any need 
to go furtlrer. Tlüs added to his 
already secure place as one of the 
high priests entitled to free acccK 
into the holy of holies of Brmigh- 
ton's council {JUt him to¡» in both 
state and federal patronage. On 
the other hand. Senator Bailey was 
kttown to be in sort of bad gradee 
with ^  New Dealers on account of

This resentment 
might find expression in opposing 
any candidate who had strcmgly 
favored the policy. That would make 
it hard for either Bailey or Cooley.

Meantime a lot of things could 

have happened in that field. There 
has been during the pa.st three or 
four years a lot of dissatisfaction 
with allocation of highway money. 
Governor Broughton has complete 
reorganization of the highway com­
mission. and has promised a more 
thoroughly state viewfioint But the 
demands for certain defense iwoject 
roads may necessitate even closer 
re.strietlon of available money to 
small areas. In that case, folks 
generally are not going to be hapx- 
py. They may with utter disregard 
for fairness or justice, blame the 
governor’s new set-up tor the con­
dition. And the completeness of the 
governor’s control over the recent 
legislature leaves him no “out." If 
Jot any rea-son his fwogram Isn’t 
{xipular he will suffer more indi­
vidual 10.S.S of prestige than any gov­
ernor in recent years could have 
suffered.

Two or three things are evident 
to observers around Raleigh. One 
is that the "Shelby gang" has lost 
its place of dominance in the po­
litical affairs of the state. I t has 
been replaced by Uie {xkentially 
stronger “Broughton machine.” TTie 
men who comixwed the dominant 
group for the jjast 12 or 14 years, 
however, are not going to Just step 
down and out. Eitber they iwiil Join 
the new crowd or they will organize 
to fight it. Which course they pur­
sue will determine whether or not 
the 1942 and 1944 cam|>aigns. are 
dull or lively. If Oardn«-. Hoey, 
Cherry et als elect to march under 
tlie banner carried 1^ Denny and 
McDonald the army will be invinc­
ible. In fact, there won’t  be any 
war. But if they decide to resist, it 
will be much like the mythical Irre- 
.slstible moving t*ject cmnlng in 
contact with the immovable sta­
tionary one.

There is still another angle to 
this picture. That is the tegislailve 
{Mimaries. The Oenwal Asseaably 
to be nominated next ^xhig will sit 
in Raleigh in January 1943. I t  wiU 
be Broughton’s mid-term sessian, 
and that is always the teitt for any 
governor. Th/s hcmeymoon is over. 
There are few appointments to be 
held out as pay for support. Be­
side*. there is the rankling disap­
pointment of many who had ex- 
l>ected to get stanethlng good in the 
way of jobs and didn't. So it is 
logical to assume that the governor 
and ids “machine" will be as much 
concerned to get a friendly legisla­
ture in Raleigh as about who shaU 
sit in the United States Senate.

Besides the nation^  and state 
legislative candidates, there are 
three members of the State Supreme

anything can haijpen now. What 
happens in this field and in the 
8u})erior court judgeslilps will de- 
I>end largely u|X)n the effect the 
governor’s appxjlntments for special 
Judgeships have Ufxin the ambitions 
of many lawyers. There are a t least 
a dozen good lawyers in the state 
who confidently expect to be Judges 
within 4he next year or so, and a 
lot more wlio would not be surprised 
to find thernselves with such titles.

I t  is too early even to gue» at 
some of the likely candidates, but 
there is every indication now that 
the next primary camjtaign will 
make all that have gone before look 
very pale and insignificant. Fur­
thermore, it will probably fix the 
course of state {X)litical history tor 
.>̂ ome years to come.
