Sincx th e re  h a s  been a  sub­
s ta n tia l  increase in  th e  d ea th  list 
every m o n th  and , on  th e  basis of 
meagi;e M arch re tu rn s , R onald  Ho- 
cutt, d itec to r of th e  h ighw ay safe­
ty  dHdSibn, h as a lready  sadly  a n ­
nounced. th a t  m ore people have been 
killqi) on  th e  roads In th e  f irs t th ree  
m o n tm  of 1941 th a n  m et sudden 
and  i ^ i * t  d eath  in  m otor vehicle 
a c c l* titk  during  th e  firs t foui 
m on ths of 19W. T h a t  m akes i t  sure 
th ere  jv til  be an  increase of more 
th a n  20 per cent.

D uring  Jan u a ry , February  
M arch an d  April of la s t year there 
were recorded 248 fa ta lities. Those 
were th e  final figures, a f te r  a ll re ­
ports h ád  ben received.

W R h Ja n u a ry  and  F ebruary  re ­
po rts ciHnpIete and  listing  only 
those  d ea th s  officially verified by 
th e  sa fe ty  division th reu g h  M arch 
28, m otor vehicle accidents had  a l­
ready claim ed 280 lives in 1941 
And M arch record.s a re  by no mean.'- 
com plete, even th n m g h  th e  28th 
And th e re  is still a n o th e r bloody 
w eek-end in  prospect.

Mr. H ocutt and  o th e r safety  of­
ficials a re  frank ly  di.scouraged and 
a  little  bewildered. T hey have not 
ye t arrived a t  a  .satisfactory expla­
n a tio n  of th e  terrify ing  increase.

O ne th in g  th a t  did n o t cause it 
Mr. H ocu tt feels. Ls th e  increase in 
na tio n a l defense activ ity  In NortL 
Carolina.

“P ersons who seek to  excuse the 
increasing  dea th  toll on th a t 
ground,” he said "are  sim ply k id­
ding them selves,”

T u rn in g  to  the  records he  pointed 
ou t th a t  during Ja n u a ry  and  Feb­
ruary  th e re  was only one traffic  
d ea th  in N orth  C arolina  in which a 
m ilitary  vehicle was involved; there 
were th ree  d e a th s  in  accidents In ­
volving m ilita ry  personnel 6 u t not 
m ilitary  vehicles; an d  th ere  were 
e igh t d e a th s  in  m otor vehicle ac­
cidents aris ing  ou t of defense pro­
duction  efforts.

"T hus we see th a t  a t  m ost only 
12 of th e  175 tra ffic  d ea th s in the 
s ta te  d u rin g  Ja n u a ry  and  February  
can  by an y  logical reasoning be a t ­
trib u ted  to  n a tio n a l defense pro­
jects,” h e  said.

“T h e  really  big facto rs which 
b rough t about th e  30 per cen t in ­
crease in  tra ffic  d ea th s were care ­
lessness. recklessness an d  speed,” h r 
concluded.

C arefu l -analysLs of th e  acc id en t' 
of th e  la s t few m onths Ls being 
m ade by th e  division, u n d e r d irec­
tion  of its sta tistica l head, C ar’ 
Barefoot. W lille nt> figures have yet 
been announced, i t  Is evident th a t 
M r. B arefoot, as well as D irector 
H ocutt. believes th a t  an  orgy of 
speed h as caused a large p a r t  of th r  
increase in fátalltles.

T h is con ten tion  Ls borne out by a 
compari.snn of p ed estrian  death.' 
and  in juries. For exam ple, over one 
period in  which only four pedes­
tr ia n s  were killed in u rban  areas 
no  less th a n  eleven were killed w h er 
ru n  down in the  ru ra l sections. D u r­
ing  th e  .same tim e th ere  were only 
n in e  pedestrians in ju red  on ru ra ’ 
roads, while more th a n  forty  were 
h u rt, b u t not fa ta lly  in ju red  i r  
cities.

In  o th er words, ite seems obviou; 
th a t  th e  faster they travel the  more 
deathspvre inflicted by spiced-crazed 
m o tg ^ ts .
