nesday evening in Wright Memo­
rial auditorium by the North Caro­
lina Symphonic Ch(jlr wgs charac­
terized by the extraordinary excel­
lence of performance for which th ’f 
group of young high school tinge*-; 
from Pitt and Greene counties, un­
der the direction of Le\vi.s Bullock 
has gained wide acclaim duri>ig ’he 
brief months of its existence.

Five groups of songs made up the 
program, ranging from the musk 
Of Bach. Mendelssohn. Ivanhoff and 
Sibelius on to the more modern 
songs of Stephen Foster and Aver; 
Robinson.

To each group these sii.ger- 
brought an ea.se and high quality of 
rendition that made of ihe entire 
program an experience not soon to 
be forgotten by the small, but wnrm- 
ly appreciative audience ¿athered 
to hear them. Out of such a pro­
gram. it is difficult to .'elect  ̂the 
highest points of exceUince, it Sots 
.seem, however, that for -li ;er beauty 
the "Cherubim Song,” “Eeaqtilul 
Saviour,” “Sleep of the Child Jesus” 
and “Alleluia. Christ i.s Risen" de­
serve special mention. But diat is 
to omit the poignant and moving 
arrangements of “Old Black, Joe,” 
“Swing Low” and “Song of Maiy,' 
which this choir sang with an al­
most unbelievable delicae,- and per­
fection of technique and under­
stand. The word “Symphonic” k 
well used for this group of 44 high 
school singers, many of whom do 
not know one note of music by Its 
technical name. Tlieir voices, from 
the light, high sopranas to the deep 
organ-toned basses, aré like a choir 
of strings, which their director is 
able to raise into great crescendos 
Of harmony, or lower to. a hushed 
planlssiiho. a.s the meaning or the 
mood of the music may demand. It 
can scarcely be said too often tliat 
this' Symphonic Choir, which is sopn 
to go to California to sing for the 
National Federation of Music Clubs, 
is one of Eastern Carolina s n 
valuable, as well as most extraordi­
nary, possessions. Two major rea­
sons, among many, stand out as 
contributing to its significance: 
First, in one brief year it has a t­
tained high rank among choral

Wasfilngton.—What national de­
fense has done to the world's big­
gest prlnUi^ business Is one for the 
record. A year ago. Uncle Sam, 
printer, was doing an $18.000.000 a 
year busings. TTiía year, he’ll dou­
ble It.

A year ago the Government Print­
ing Office had around 5,500 em­
ployes. The number now is about 
7.200.

In a cluster of buildings a few 
blocks north of the Capitol, this 
fabulous government enterprise is 
an Industrial center In itself.

One Monday morning not long 
ago, Augustus E. Oiegengack. bald 
round, good-natured public printer 
of the United States, came down to 
his office to find a memo that § 'J 
freight carloads of paper were wait- 
^  to be unloaded Immediately. 
Mr. Oiegengack didn't bat an eye 
Why should he? Tmat's only a lit­
tle more than a week’s supply for 
GPO Sixteen at a time, the cars 
were rolled Into the third floor 
tracks of GPO’s great warehouse 
and a few hours later, the first of 
It wa.s rumbling through the tun­
nel that carries two lanes of big 
truck traffic underground to GPO 
Building No. 3—there to be swal­
lowed by the hundreds of presse.s.

The Unpredictable ‘Record’
One of the most interesting jobs 

GPO does is the dally publication 
(when Congress is In session) of the 
Ckmgresslonal Record. It’s Interest­
ing, because you can’t tell a thing 
about the Record. I t puts GPO in 
the same spot as the housewife who 
never knows whether her spouse will 
eat dinner downtown tonight or 
bring home from one to ten guests.

Sometimes Congress doesn't do 
much of anything and the Record 
may be hardly enough pages to 
bind. Sometimes, as in moat of the 
national defense sessions, it runs to 
several hundred pages. But In any 
event GPO has to get It in the 
mails by 8 o’cloi'k the following 
morning—and this In spite of the 
fact that copy is often until after 
midnight reaching the plant.

Since OPO moved into its new 
main building in February and was 
able to stJeamline its production 
(work now moves from the seventh 
floor down—a sort of vertical as­
sembly line) and to use the tunnel 
and conveyor belts to Washington's 
main postoffice, this business has 
been simplified somewhat but still 
it Is a chore.

What Doesn't It Print?
While I was gathering these lit­

tle facts and figures. It occurred to 
me htat I would like to know just 
exactly what GPO does turn out 
I was sent to the superintendent of 
documents and what I got was a 
catalog of more than 3.000 pages 
What I want to know now is what 
GPO doesn’t print.

There were such things as Pro­
grams of High School Parent- 
Teacher Associations: Training for 
the Painting and Decorating Trade;

Purest Fires of America; Planning 
for Farm Plumbing; Death Valley; 
Grand Coulee Dam; and Ferns and 
Flowering Plants of Isle Royale, 
Michigan . . . 3,000 pages of them.

Raleigh. May 10.—WThether twc 
Thanksgivings were responsible foi 
it or not. North Carolina farm ers 
in 1940 sold a  record num ber of 
turkeys and received a record high 
cash income from them, according 
to figures Just released by Russel) 
P. Handy, junior statistician of the, 
state departm ent of agriculture.

’Tar Heel farmers raised 309,000 
turkeys last year and sold 288,000 
Both figiues were new highs for the 
state. The 1940 birds averaged $2.75 
per head, so th a t the total cash in ­
come from sales reached $792,000 
compared with a 1939 cash  sale 
value of $676,000.

An estim ated 25,000 birds, valued 
a t $69,000 were consumed in farm 
households, making the to ta l grosr 
income from turkeys (cash sales 
plus value of home consumpticm) 
$861,000. or about 15 per cen t above 
the previous year.

On January  1 this year the num ­
ber of turkeys on North Carolina 
farms was estimated a t 72.000. or 
8,000 under the number reported at 
the beginning of 1940. Total value 
of turkeys on farms January  1 
1941. was estimated a t $176,000, an 
average value of $2.45 per head 
compared with a  total value of 
$204.000 and $2.55 per head on Jan ­
uary 1, 1940.

Turkeys are raised in jiractically 
all counties of North Carolina. Ac­
cording to the United S ta tes cen­
sus Ashe county leads in the num ­
ber of turkeys raised, w it^ Anson 
and Mecklenburg following in sec­
ond and third places.
