I “Had these dem ands been in ef- 
'fe c t in 1940. Instead of a small net 
income for all the railroads, there 
would have been a net deficit of 
more than 600 millions. Had the de­
mands been in effect in the first five 
months of 1941. there would have 
been a net deficit of 225 millions, 
and such railroads as the Pennsyl­
vania, the Union Pacific and the 
Santa Fe—all household names— 
would not have earned expenses.

"It Is conceded,” he said, “that 
there Is an increase in railroaid busi­
ness a t the {Moscnt time, with some 
Ü'ésalting increase In tje t Income, due 
however, almost solely to additional 
business resulting from changing 
world conditions and our supreme 
national defense effort.
