Grain Holdings

The Unied States government
owns  approximately 370,000,000
bushels - of wheat, corn and rye.

In addition they hold as collateral
under seal for loans "to producers
another 340,000.000 bushels of corn,
wheat, barley and rye. All this was
either acquired by the government
or sealed under federal loans at
prices under current market queta-

tions. Allowing for deductions cov-
ering storage, carrying and hand-
ling charges, the U. S. government
and cooperating farmers have a pa-
per profit from their operations
since 1938 which is estimated at ap-
proximately $50.000.000.

The weekly visible supply of
wheat is showing huge increases in
the United States and Canada. Both
countries will have large harvests
from spring sowings. The United
States total crop will be the fifth
largest on record. Storage facilities
are becoming acute as these har-
vests gain momentum. In one mid-
west términal alone 85 per cent of
the arriving wheat is for storage
rather than for sale. Freight cars
are piling up to the detriment of
defense shipping. In spite of our
big crop and large carry-over the

Registrants Have
Rights Of Appeal

Raleigh, Aug. 16—Every registrant
is entitled to appeal®from any clas-
sification by his local board and no
one has the right to deny him that
privilege, General J. Van B. Metts,
state director of Selective Service,
declared today.

In all cases local boards and gov-
ernment appeal agents must make
every effort to insure protection of
the registrant’s right of appeal re-
gardless of whethre or not they
think the appeal is justified. he as-
serted.

Any registrant who is dissatisfied
with a determination of his local
board may appeal the decision to
the board of appeals and no one
has legal power to interfere with
his efforts to get a review of his
case, the director said.

Citing Selective Service
tions relating to appeals, the direc-
tor pointed out that a registrant,
any person whop claims to be a de-
pendent of a registrant. or any per-
son who has filed written evidence
of the occupation necessity of the
registrant, may appeal from any
local board classification.

The regulations also provide, he
said, that appeals may be taken by

local board area, a state director of
Selective service for any local board
area in his state, and the director
of Selective Service.

Seeing Through

| Putting it another way, it would
have taken during this period ap-
| proximately 1': acres of tobacco.
| %4 acres of cotton, or 1174 acres of
corn to have bought the vegetables
which it is possible to grow in a
half-acre garden,

The size of the garden will de-
pend primarily upon the size of
the family. A tenth of an acre will
produce an abundance of vegetables
for one person. A family of five
persons would therefore need half
an acre for garden crops. If such
crops as cantaloupes, watermelons
irish and sweet potatoes are grown
in the garden proper, a slightly
larger acreage will be necessary.

Family tastes will determine to a
large extent just how much of
each crop should be planted.

The fall garden is too often neg-
lected on many firms. The pres-
sure of farm work and the added
difficulty of getting a stand of
plants during hot weather seem to
provide an effective combination
against the fall garden. The first
should be overcome by giving the
garden a definite and important
place in the farm program. It is
well to remember that the vegeta-
bles which can be grown on an acre
of land would cost the farm house-
wife from $400 to $500 if bought at
retail prices. The second difficulty
may be partly overcome by taking
advantage of rains as they come
and by starting in shaded beds the
crops which may be transplanted. A
water supply for irrigation is par-
ticularly desirable at this time.

Now for the vegetables it is time
for you to plant. Collard plants are
set out from August to September
in Eastern Carolina. One hundred
fifty to 200 plants for a family of
five are needed. Turnips for roots
and gréens or greens only are
planted in September and Kale and
Mustard any time during Septem-
ber and October. Carrots, beets and
cabbage may be added to the above
vegetables. All of these vegetables
are rich in many of the nzc2ssary
food elements. They can be planted
in many places on the farm, can he
easily grown and cut in the field as
needed. And may -be had over a
long period of time. -

Home Demonstration club mem-
bers in Pitt county have as one of
their outstanding goals during the
coming year, “A year-round garden
for every farm family in Pitt coun-
ty.”

Hollywood.—Aside from its com-
edy aspects, the debut of Katharine
Hepburn as a “literary agent” con-
tains angles enough to keep every
producer in town supplied with
nightmares for a year.

The debut has joined the list of
classic Hollywoodiana: Miss Hep-
burn took a screenplay, authors of
which she refused to name, and
sold it to Metro for $100.000, plus
$10,000 commission, plus $1,000 for
her trouble—and then let 1t be
known that “Woman of the Year,”
to star herself, was the work of two
young unknowns, Ring Lardner
Jr.. and Michael Kanin.

It was the highest price ever paid
for an “original,” jumping far over
the previous high of $20,000 paid by
20th for its “Confirm or Deny,” and
leaving behind Preston Sturges’ $17,-
500 (plus royalties) for “The Power
and the Glory.”

Most of Hollywood chuckles over
the affair; part of Hollywood—the
part which pays—is somewhat
aghast. A price like that for an

How can a producer, smugly sure
that only “names” can write, ever
again be sure he isn't passing up a
prize script?

In any event, the portent of the
future is bigger and better alirplanes,
both for war and peace. If the
plane develops in the next ten years
as it has in the last ten, most air-
minded military men envision great
armies and navies of the air.

“We already know,” says Secre-
tary of the Navy Frank Knox, “that
the range of aircraft will be 25,000
miles and more 10 years from now
....that battleships eventually may
fight in the skies, rather than on
the seas.....and an air transport
may carry 1,000 men, instead of 50."

That means most air experts fore-
see the not far distant day when
the airplane will have even more
efficient motive power than the
highly efficiert gasoline motor. The
deadweight fuel reguirements of
motors now limit the range. 4

Already the airplane industry is
exploring the fringes of new motive
power.
