“Such practices,” he said, “not
only will prolong the life of the car
but will also prolong the life of the
driver.” "

While commercial cars are not
supposed to be affected by the cur-
rent gas rationing, Mr. Ward said
that if merchants would organize
deliveries so as to avoid duplicate
trips over the same route, and if
some cooperation were used by cus-
tomers in not.expecting four or five
deliveries a day, these interests
might save themselves considerable
future grief.
