The Nmth CarMlna Utilities 
Commission a few days ago over­
ruled exceptions filed in behalf of 
the four-county organization 
against the Commission's ruling 
that the railway could discontinue 
the lines.
„ The fight to remove the trains 
was started by the railway in 1938 
Under a consent decree the railway 
agreed to retain the Kinston-Rocky 
Mcnint line and also the mixed train 
between Washington and Rocky 
Mount. Some smaller lines were dis­
continued under the decree.

About a year ago the railway ask­
ed the Commission for permission 
to remove those two trains. The 
Commission granted th« petition 
and it was this ruling to which the 
exceptions were filed.

So far no official word has T ^ n  
received as to when the line will 
be disc(Hitinued. I t is regarded as 
probable tha t an appeal will be 
made to Superior court. It was not 
definitely known whether the rail­
way will be permitted to discontinue 
the trains pending such an ai^>eal 
if one is made. ’

Raleigh, Sept. 15.—Despite all the 

work to promote forest protection 
and growth; the destruction df 
woodlands continues ip North Car­
olina a t an alarming rate, R.- W. 
Gracber, extension forester of N. C 
State College, said today.

National defense has called for 
great quantities of timber. Forest 
owners and timber operators have 
re.sijondcd In a way that will leave 
a great hole in the productive ca­
pacity of Tar Heel forests.

Competent authorities, Graeber 
continued, have estimated that the 
1911 timber cut in North Carolina 
lor lumber, veneers, poles, piling 
pulpwood, fuel wopd. and other 
products Will amount to 1.500,000,000 
board feet more than the timber 
growth for the same period.

‘■This heavy cut will lower the 
growth capacity for the next ten to 
1.5 years" the State College special­
ist pointed out. “Waste now 
iutnre scarcity.

Graeber 
wont on, “he has slaughtered her 
forest resources, cutting igreedily, 
promLscuously without -heed ,to the 
future/ ^ e  has mined her timber, 
with no other thought than to ‘cut j 
out and gi?t out.’ Onlv in the nast j 
few years has he become conscious 
of iliit ,fact that where there once 
was abundance, he now faces scarc­
ity.”

Words Of Christ
C ited By Pastor

Instead of a theology and a 

church. Christ left us a life and 
the slmpie forceful exhortation, 
“P ^q w  me." declared Rev. T. M. 
Grant, pastor, in his sermon yes- 
tetday morning at Jarvis Memorial 
Methodist church. Mr. Grant pro-

nounced himself as being jffad this 
was true.

Etching in the background of the _ 
occasion, Mr. Grant revealed the 
jjroper emphasis and importance 
of Christ’s simple and forceful 
statement to tliase who chose him 
above all else as He was taking His 
leave—just said three times, ”‘PP1- 
low me,’’ and “Feed My lambs.” To 
emphasize further the effectiveness 
of Christ’s injunction, Mr. Grant 
contrasted the simple, concise de­
pendable statements of President 
Roosevelt with the wordiness and 
independability of the pronounce­
ments of Hitler to bringing into 
bolder relief' the forcefulness and 
effectiveness of the simple state­
ment of Christ on finally depart­
ing this earth, leaving naught else 
with those to carry on.

“That exhortation was daring ad­
venturous—not great in language 
but dynamic and electric in that 
it came out of the heart of the Mas­
ter himself. No definite instructions 
as to plan or organization. Just sim­
ple words, ’Follow me’ burst into 
forceful being because they came 
out of the heart of the Master,” 
said the pastor.

“The Master speaks to you this 
morning. Do His words hold you. 
appeal to you. The established 
church of that day was disappoint­
ed in the Man of Gallilee, ’ he went 
on.

Then Mr. Grant told his congre-

gation that the Master knew the 
world was full of mystery, kqpw 
men did not understand themselves 
knew men’s hopes, knew they went 
to pieces, knows that men often do 
not know where they are and it is 
to them he speaks when he exhorts 
men to follow Him. In a time like 
this when men do not know their 
way out Christ extends his hand 
and says he is patient.

“Restrain yourselves from judg­
ment of others. Be carelul in bring­
ing down condemnation. Stay out 
of bigotry. Believe in the integrity 
of spiritual authi^ity which will 
lead men into communion with God 
Himself,” Mr. Grant exhorted.
