It 1» a  biography th a t is’ aa fas­
cinating as fiction. I t  is “real life” 
losing none of its color because it 
really h^^icned. The story is in­
credible because it is great, and it 
is great because it is true.

There are many who have won­
dered how three members, especial­
ly wcnnen, of one family could at­
tain such eminence. But after read­
ing The book and studying the back­
ground of the parents, the environ­
ment and the training in the home, 
it is easily understood how only a 
great emergency waa neeijsd to 
bring forth the latent power.

The remarkable thing about the 
upbringpng of these sisters was the 
indepoidence allowed them in a day 
before it had become a major point 
in education. The daughters were a 
part of a  progressive, affectionate, 
rather Spartan household, their 
mother stressing self-reliance, their 
father fostering an interest in social 
oonditions. Their education was 
such that each was able to develop 
according to her special ability.
