TAXES ONBEER
T0P ESTIMATE

Collections For Five
Months Shown By .
Department -

Reflector’ Bureau.

Raleigh, Dec. 6.—Within the first
five months of the present fiscal
vear the state collected 78 per cent
of the beer tax the legislature
estimated would be paid during the
entire year, ;

The unexpectedly large conSump-
tion of beer, which contributes al-
most three-fourths of the total tax-
es collected from alcoholic bever-
agse, is largely responsible for the
fact that in five months the bev-
erage collections have totaled $1,-
611,243 whereas the budget authori-
ties were counting on only $2,212,-
000 for the entire year, " i

Figures compiled by the Brewers
and North Carolina Beer Distribu-~
tors committee, disclosed that for
the first five months of the 1941-42
fiscal year beer yielded #$1,171,-
70605 in taxes as compared with
total collections of $440,243.61 on
liquor and wine.

For the entire 12-month - period
of the 1940-41 fiscal year erided last
June 30, the total beer taxes amount-
cd to $1,479,268.84—up to that time
the biggest single year’s collections
since beer was re-legalized in 1933.

It is estimated that the beer taxes
for the current -year fiscal year end-
ing next June 30 will range between
$2,000,000 and $2,500,000.

The tax yield from beer -sales
would be even larger if the state
collected on beer sold in army and
post canteens at Camp Davis' and
Fort Bragg. The state does not,
collect its crown and lid tax on beer;
sold in these canteens.
