How To Produce More Eggs !

Home-makers in all parts of the |
country are asking how they can
help in the defense program. One
of the best ways, of course, is to see
that the family has plenty of the:
right kinds of food. And among the
“right kinds,” eggs some high on
the list.

“How can we get hens to lay
eggs?” Here's what the poultry spe-
cialists of the department say:

In the first place, you can enable
the hens to maintain a fairly good
rate of production through the year
if you feed them a good laying
mash and feed it liberally, On many
farms, people feed ng mash and
only a little grain, and depend too
much on their chickens’ foraging
for themselves. The more feed &
hen eats above what she needs to
keep going, the mort material she
has for making eggs.

If you want to use home-grown
grains in making your laying mash,
buy ‘& good ready-mixed concentrate
and use it in the proportion recom-
mended by the manufacturer., You
can also get good egg prodiuction by
feeding surplus skim milk or butter-
‘milk along with the home-grown
grains. If you keep the flock on
grass range in summer, the green
feed helps to keep the hens in good
condition. Don't overlook their need
for plenty of fresh clean water, Re=
member an egg is about 65 per cent
water, so the hens need plenty of
water.

Help your government by doing
your part in increasing the produc-
tion of eggs and chickens.

W n.—The early efforts
at organization of civilian defense
against air raids on the nation’s
capital have begn an awful bust—
and mostly because of the activi-
ties of “fifth columnists.”

1 put that fifth ecolumnists in
quotation marks because there is
no evidence yet that it was an or-
ganized effort inspired by any con-
tact with the enemy, ‘Police, civi-
lian defense and government offi-
cials consider it more likely that
they are cranks, pranksters, and ig-
norant or misinformed individuals.
But in any event, their contribu-
tion to the fifth column has been.
0 serious here* that ‘officials’ Kave
asked the FBI to investigate.

For example, all those tuned in
on the District of Columbia police
radio the other night were set back
on their heels to hear the words:
“Air raid alarm—air raid alarm”
come blaring out of the ether. The
dispatcher was probably more stun-
ned than any one else,

According to the local Office of
Civilian Defense that isn't the first
time such things have happened.

Some of them are so ridiculous
that they could only come from
practical jokers with a misguided
sense of humor; others are so sub-
tle that they must be considered
the work of persons seeking to
spread - alarm and confusion and
delay the effective organization of
civilian defense, That. at any rate,
is how the FBI classifies them and
it's on that basis that they are
making their investigations.

The fact that some persons are
se! up to break into the capital's
radio broadcasts, commercial as
well as police, is considered a pret-
ty serious matter.

Still, the worst setbacks to eivi-
lian defense here where organiza-
tion should be a model for the
whole country have resulted  from
indifference, ignorance, and the
failure of defense officials to olari-
fy their orders and instructors.

The first air raid test was a joke.
Not one hundredth of the popula-
tion was able to hear the sirens. On
another occasion, and for no ap-
parent reason, all district air raid
raid wardens were ordered to pa-
trol their posts from sundown to
sunup. It was the coldest night
washington has had this winter.
Maybe you think civilian defense
didn't take a beating that night.

I met one of the wardens the
next morning. Between yawns and
rubbing his bloodshot eyes, he said:
“I drank a pint of whiskey and 12
cups of coffee and called my chief
eight times to find out what I was
supposed to do. I never did find
oui. The line was always busy. He
must have left the receiver off the
hook.”

Over the holidays, teachers were
ordered to keep a 24-hcur vigil at
all Washington schools. Here was
fertile soil for the “fifth colum-
nists,” and apparently they made
hay. It took about three days for
officials to ge' out with an expla-
nation which, when it finally came,
was more than aGgequate. The OCD
wanted to use the schools as in-
formation dispersal rcenters. Prop-
erly organized, it would be an ideal
setup. As it was., it caused more
furore in the capital than the three
deelarations of war and the visit
of Winston Churchill combined.
