T he attack  and sinking came 
with alm ast unprecedented speed 
which contributed to the heavy loss 
of life There was no time to use 
the radio  to summon help and the 
19 survivors rode liferafts for about 
30 hours before being picked up. 
Five were hospitalized in GalvesUm 
Tex., when brought ashore.

T he submarine was not sighted 
Two torpedoes struck 30 seconds 
apart, m any of the crew dying in 
the  engine room wiiich was d irec t­
ly h it.

Although injured. C aptain A 
Henry Rowe, a veteran of the world 
war. sp>ent four hours directing 
picking up of survivors, then se t a 
course for shore A makeshift flag 
of underw ear was rigged when a 
ship was sighted, and the men pick­
ed up and taken to a Texas port.

It W ill Take A Y ear 
Fo Raise N orm andie

W ashington, May 22 (AP)— T he 
Senate Naval committee has p re ­
pared a  tentative report holding 
confusion of command partly re ­
sponsive for the Normandie fire 
and recommended creation of an  o f­
fice of Inspector General of the N a­
vy to prevent any future mixups.

Carelessness, poor supervision and 
lack of precautions also contribut­
ed to the  fire and capsizing of the 
Normandie, said the report which 
is now in printed form and aw aiting 
final committee approval. I t  de­
clared th a t while sabotage played 
no i>art in the incident, there was 
a  lack of adequate safeguards 
against subversive activity.

T he Navy disclosed last night th a t  
pretim butry salvage work had been 
started  the Normandie, which 
was being ronverted Into the troop­
ship Lafayette when it burned and 
turned over Feb. 9. I t  will be a t 
least a  year before the vessel Is 
raised.

Washington. May 22—(AP)— 
President Roosevelt reiterated today 
an  opinion tha t the war would be 
a long one and cautioned against 
over-optimism one week and over- 
pessimism the next.

The war, public (>pinion and the 
news go up and down with things 
th a t appear big a t  the  moment, he 
told a press conference, bu t the  
more that can be done to jwevent 
this, the better it  Is for the  w ar 
fort.

The fluctuations, he said, are  
caused by a tendency toward ov­
erstatem ent on the pa rt of the  Am­
erican people.

I t  is a great mistake to overstate 
things, the chief executive declar­
ed. adding tha t he thought the 
press could help.

“Do you think censorship should 
pass s<Mne bad news?” he was ask­
ed.

Yes, he replied, as soon as i t  does 
not affect m ilitary operations. 
There is only one reason for w ith­
holding bad news, h e  said. Jind th a t 
is th a t to release It m ight create 
more bad news.

The President was unwilling to 
say whether he thought an  arm y- 
navy communique last week-end 
had  contributed to  qver-optimism 
about the war program. He said he 
had not read It.

Unuer further questioning. Mr. 
Roosevelt said he thought official 
arm y and navy statem ents should 
be relied on bu t th a t  there  should 
noi, uc over emphasis on w hat a. 
p(?rson reads into them , personally.

Tlie promise w'as made .authori­
tative' .sources said today, in con­
nection with the Senate’s approval 
Wedne.sday of a measure permitting 
the department to tell up to 125,- 
000,(KK) bushel* of government owned 
wheat for livestock feed a t below 
parity prices. Tliis measure was 
opposed bv some .senator.s from corn 
and wheat states, bu t was supported 
by many .southern law'makcrs.

Plans had been made to overhaul 
the AAA program in such a way 
that a large portion of the $500.000,- 
000 soil coiiservation b«iefit pay­
ment fund would be ufBl as "in­
centive” payments to encourage 
larger production of soybeans, pea­
nuts and flax for vegetable oils, 
truck and vegetable crops, dairy ajid 
poultry products and fruits.

The departm ent says more of 
the.se commodities are needed to 
meet military and civilian need.s.

Tire proposed new plans would 
have eliminated payments to cotton 
and tobacco farm ers for complying 
with the AAA’s control programs 
for these crops, neither of which 
would have been classed as war 
crops.

Details of the.se plans were out­
lined at a meeting of state AAA 
ConnntHeemen a t Chicago early 
this week. Southern senators, upon 
learning of the possible loss of cot- 
iton payments, threatened to join 
corn-state senators in opposing th e  
adm inistration’s request th a t it be 
allowed to sell grain a t sub-parity 
prices.

Santiago, Chile, May 22.- (APi — 
Police, reporting discovery of a ter- 
rorLst plot amoito members of the 
Nazi-like popular%ocialist Vanguard 
party, seized a quantity  of bonibs 
and ammunition and made several 
ar/ests in raids eárly today.

Circles close to the police .said the 
plot W’as directed “against the pre.s- 
en t democratic, governm ent' and 
financed oy “a  foreign fifth col­
um n.”

Investigators said the seized 
bombs were constructed according 
to a foreign technique.

Harlan. Ky., May 22 (A P )- Man- 
zo Shepherd, 24. was shot fatally 
during the dram a-packed climax of 
a  murder trial here late yesterday 
in which he wa,s found guilty of 
slaying a taxicab driver on May 5.

Shepherd was pronounced dead at 
a  nearby hospital while a circuit 
jury fixed h is ||iun ishm ent at death 
in the electric chair for the killing 
of Joe Christian.

Jack Heaton, 26-year-old Louel- 
len, Ky., coal m iner and nephew of 
Christian, surrendered to officers 
immediately a fte r Shepherd was 
shot in the courtroom. Sheriff Clint 
Ball said. No charge was placed 
against him immediately.

The pistol .shot was fired a few 
moments after attorney completed 
argum ents to the jury Shepherd, 
seated with his attorney at the de­
fense table, slumped to the fl(X)rx 
and women ran  screaming toward 
the door. .

Circuit Judge Jam es S . ' Forester 
told the jury th a t the wounded man 
was alive when carried from the 
courtroom and directed that the
case be taken under con.sideration

The verdict was reixuted ten m in­
utes later. But Shepherd was dead.

A E. F  Headquarter.s. Northern 
Ireland, May 22.—(AP)—United
State.s troops in training here w’ere 
today told by General Sir Alan 
Brooke, chief o," the British Impe­
rial general staff, th a t their chance 
to fight “no doubt will come soon.” 

After spending several days in­
specting American units which have 
been toughening up since January 
in maneuvers over rugged terrain. 
General Brooke ¡declared:

“We shall expect great things 
from the Americans when an oppor­
tunity is given them —an opportun­
ity which no doubt will come soon."
