The submarine drew quickly away 
and while stfll on the surface fired 
a torpedo into the ship which stnK* 
just where the secmwl lifeboat was 
leaving the ship, it being not ten 
feet distent from the  resultant ex­
plosion which kiUed all but two of 
the 24 occupants to this lifeboat.

The air forces? The story cannot 
be told, or even guessed. They have 
just begun to fight.

’The living will come back across 
the Java sea. with a fighting pledge 
for he dead.

That is what the dead are wait­
ing for; not flowers, not wreaths, 
not prayers.

Beneath another, colder soil the 
American dead are waiting, too. 
They He amidst the rows of clean
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dustry, and intelligence. Hlstoiy 
certainly repeats Itself and often is 
a dependable guide.

Hence, let me briefly review some 
of the events In our national eco­
nomic experience in the order in 
which they have appeared to *n»e. 
My father was born In the depres­
sion of the 50’s—from which the 
Civil War pulled us out. I was bom 
foiiowing the long depre.ssion of 
»*.e 70’s which was caused by the 
collapse of railroad and farm spec­
ulation and papcg currency. Re- 
sumptitm of gold payments, the 
great rise In immigration, .several 
notable inventions, and complete 
freedom for enterprise fiqaUy 
brought this depression to an end. 
Some years of prosperity followed.

My First Experience
This prosperity was brouglit to an 

end by crazy politics which led up 
to the panic of 1893. This consti­
tuted my first individual contact 
with hard times. For some years a 
severe agricultural depression ex­
isted which wa^ aggravated by the 
Bryan campaign for free silver. In 
1898, however, business got another 
uplift due to the Spantsh-Ameri- 
can war. Almost immediately 
boom followed daring the so-called 
merger years when our great cw- 
piorations were formed.

For a whUe both business and 
stock market boomed. But anti 
trust scares, high finance, and the 
European collap.se in 1914 brought 
about another period of depression. 
And then, just as now, we got in­
to World War I and a period of 
great war activity followed This 
lasted until the Armistice in 1916 
when for .a year or more th e  vol­
ume of business sharply receded. 
The rise of the automotive indus­
tries to major proportions and the 
resumption of foreign trade gave us. 
however, a post-war boom of eight 
years of building and general ex­
pansion. This resulted in the “new 
era" psychology of stx’< ulation. 
Stock prices rose to astnniomical 
heights.

Recent Events
n ie  rest of the story is history 

within the memory of all  readers. 
We all recall the collapse of the 
market and business in 1929, the 
long .years of internal de}>resslon. 
of unemployment, and of deficit 
spending. It to<* about five years 
for New Deal pump-priming to pro­
duce a rise In business volume. As 
to how long this arUficiallv-< reated 
boom would have continued, no 
one knows. A t  any rate, the Nazi 
wars came alcmg to plug up the 
business leaks.

Now we are engaged in another 
period of»risin,g business volume 
and living costs with inflated wag­
es and full employment all associ­
ated with boom times. For the 
time being, however, these factors 
are temporarily being held back by 
war scarcities, priorities, regulatitma 
“forced” lavings, brakes on install­
ment buying, and other edicts irtun 
Washington. Our boom has come 
through the creation of our Mior- 
mous armament Industry. This has 
been large enough to absorb the en­
tire automobile industry, the manu- 
iacture of many cmisumer gooda

My First Experience
This pro^>erity was brought to 8to! 

end 'by orazy politics which led up 
to the  panic of 1893. This consti­
tuted m y  first individual contaet 
with hard times. For some yean  a 
severe agricultural depression ek- 
isted which was aggravated by the 
Bryan campaign for free silver. In 
1898, however, business got aimther 
uplift' due to the Spanish-Amcri- 
can war. Almost immediately a 
Doom followed during the so-called 
merger years when our great cor- 
pc«*ations were formed.

Foe a while both business and lt»e 
stock market boomed. But antt- 
tn ist scares, high finance, and the 
European collapse in 1914 brought 
about another period of depression. 
And then, just as now. we got in­
to World War I and a period irf 
great war activity followed. This 
lasted untU the Armistice in IfrfiB 
when for a year or more the vol­
ume of business, sharply receded. 
The rise of the automotive indus­
tries to major proportions and the 
resumption of foreign trade gave us 
however, a post-war boom of eight 
years of building and general ex­
pansion. This resulted in the “new 
era” psychtrfogy of speculsttlon. 
Stock prices rose to a.strouomlcal 
heights.

Recent Events
'The rest of the story is hUtmy 

within the memory of all readew. 
We all recall the collapse of the 
market and business in 1929, the 
long years of internal depression, 
of unemployment, and of deficit 
spending. I t toi* about five yean  
for New Deal immp-primlng to pro­
duce a rise in business volume. As 
to  how long this artificially-cr««ted 
boom would have continued, no 
one knows. At any rate, the Haxl 
wars came along to plug up the 
business leaks.

Now we are engaged in anotlMr

May 30 -i(A P )— A 
campaign was started  today to force 
a new Senate vote on raising pri­
vates’ pay from the $42 figure Sen­
ators previously voted to the $50 a 
month approved by the  House.

“This anticipated pay raise al­
ready h&s been delayed under terms 
of the bill until July 1 a t the earli­
est.” LaFollette said, “and it would 
be a grave injustice to deny the rel­
atively small increase to the soldi­
ers any longer.

“I am strongly in favor of the 
House provision for $50 a month and 
unless the conference committee 
acts shortly, I  shall resort to any 
proper parliam entary measure to 
force the issue before the Senate.” 

This could be done by moving to 
discharge the cmiference committee 
which it considered the biU and La 
FoUette intim ated he might attem pt 
such a  maneuver.’ Adoption of a  
motitm of this nature would bring 
the foil] back before the Senate, 
paving the way for sponsors to  move 
to instruct conferees to accept the 
$50 House figure.
