Late in the 19th century it was 
realized, a» rever before, that much 
of a person’s success or failure in 
cdult life depends on what he doas 
in childhood. Some fathers and 
mothers *came to a new conceptusi 
of their duty to help Children d -̂ 
vdlop right habits of hetekb. play, 
and work. They also saw that tra­
ditional procedures of training chil­
dren, at home as well as at school, 
needed to be changed in the light 
of the new knowledge of child he- 
velopment. Then followed the or- 
ganiaatkm of groups tot the .study 
of problems common to both home 
and school.

The first groups organized called 
themselves Jhe National Congres.s 
of Mothers, add they believed that 
mothers should take their ta.sk of 
motherhood more .seriously and be 
better trained for it, because they 
were more constantly with the 
Child during its early years tbín 
anytme else. They stitoled ways of 
meeting the problems related to tlie 
training of the young chUd. The 
mothers carried the re.sults of the 
discussions homo to the fathens, and 
together they learned how to help 
their children develop.

Until about 40 years ago society 
cs a whole acknowledged only one 
teacher—the “.schoor teacher.

It was through the' Aganized 
groups of parents and teaeher.s that 
society began to recognize that par­
ents, neighbors, leaders in the Sun­
day school and many others in the 
community are teachers, and tijat 
the. chUd is taught in not one edu­
cational Institution, but four—the 
iiome, the school, the church, atuL.. 
the community. Therefore, it fir 
necessary that mothers and fathers
