terioration is traceable to manpow-
er shortage and transportation
knots. And Hitler still does not
have the oil and rubber he covets.

In Russia, the war has proved a
tremendous drain of economic re-
sources for Germany and blockaded
Eurdpe, instead of filling the reser-
voir as had been hoped.

The North African occupation has
cut off Qermany’s access to phos-
phates—irreplaceable as fertilizer—
cobalt, vegetable oils, manganese,
antimony, wool, cotton, fresh fruits
and vefetables. Besides, it hag clos-
ed a leak in the blockade through
which Hitler was getting far eastern
supplies such as rubber.

Hitler_has exhausted his owma. la-
bor.. 8ig million foreigners—one in
every four workinen—ae engaged in
Gemany, but they are mostly of low
efficiency

Meanwhile, the growing strain of
long hours, RAF raids and war con-
ditions on the health and stamina
of the industrious German workers
is to tell in declining pro-
ductivity per man.

On the home front the inflation
bugbear is more threatening black-
out crimes are soaring. Clothing
coupons issued originally for 18
months have been extended over a
longer period. Household goods de-
stroyed in air raids or just wearing
out can be replaced only with the
greatest difficulty.

Barely able to keep their house-
holds running, hausfraus are begin-
ning to defy compulsory billeting of
bombed-out persons. On top of that
is the deadly monotony of poor diet.
The QGerman radio.took note of
complaints that the “bread sticks
obstinately to knives” with assur-
ances that “no chemical substances
are being used.”

an attack on prized Guadalcanal is-
land “seemed confused,’ the Navy
said, and “were firing at each oth-
er.”

Admiral Chester W. Nimitz, eom-
mander in chief of the Pacific fleet,
declared at Pearl Harbor last night

that he believed the Japanese
“brought down everything they
had.”

“As a result.,” he added, “all the
enemy forces were either destroyed
or driven back and a major victory
was obtained by our gallant forees.”

While battleships took part in the
gigantic naval engagement, the Jap-
anese brought no airplane carriers
to bear. Nimitz expresed belief the
foe either had no carriers left or
“didn’t choose to risk them.” No
mention was made as to whether
American carriers participated,

Nimitz’ assertion that “both sides
had battleships and that our bate
tleships contributed to the loss of
the enemy to a great cegree,” was
the first official disclosure of the
presence of thé big U. S. battle-
wagons in the southwestern Paeific
fighting. So far they have not been
mentioned specifically in Navy De-
partment communiques.

The Navy's description of the
spectacular combat, fought under
the immediate direction of Vice
Admiral Willilam F. Halsey, told of
the discovery early this month of
heavy Japanese shipping concentra-
tiong in the New Britain-northwests
ern Solomons area. This was the
beginning of an attempted major
assault to recapture Henderson a&ir-
field and other American positicns
in the Guadalcanal-Tulagi regiom.

The Rising Sun’s offensive  Was
underway Nov. 10 with three haval
forces steaming to the attack. Ome
prong spproached the sou st
