He said an inmate kitchen helper
preparing the eggs left the pot un-
attended for five or ten minutes
while he went to the cellar in search
of powdered milk.

A total of 467 inmates who ate
the eggs became violently ill in a
matter of minutes afterward. All
were nauseated, complained of
stomach cramps, paralysis of the
legs and difficulty in breathing.

The strong lived; the weaker died
In agony.
