Home B eautifleation  Suggestions 
For F ebruary  1943:

1. T housands have died in Greece 
and  500 are reported  dying daily  in 
A thens alone because of starvation . 
M any people have starved in C hina. 
W e cannot allow th is to  happen  
here.

2. F inish pruning fru it trees and  
late-flow ering shrubs.

3. Fertilize now with m anure— 
add  a  sm all am ount of phosphate  
in th e  spring.

4. Bring indoors for forcing 
branches of forsythia (goldenbell), 
flowering quince, bu.sh honeysuckle 
an d  o ther early spring flowering 
p lants.

5. Stored dah lias should be sp rin k ­
led occasionally to prevent th e ir  d ry ­
ing out—do n ’t water enough to 
cause them  to rot.

Spray fru it tree.?, roses, and  di- 
sea.sed .shrubs with lim e-sulphur.

7. Fall is th e  bette r tim e to  s ta r t  
your lawn, but if you th e  
spring  thi.s is the best m ónth. W rite  
S ta te  College for fu rth er in fo rm a­
tion.

8. D uring warm  days p a in t all the  
buildings th a t  need pain ting . If  
o th e r p a in ts are too expensive try  
used m otor oil w ith green, red. or 
brown m o rta r coloring added. T h is 
oil p a in t will vary from 10 cents to 
50 cents per gallon, provided you 
have your own oil.

9. C ontinue tran sp lan tin g  trees 
and  shrubs. D on’t forget to  prune 
them  back. I t  may look like you 
a re  wasting growth, but in a few 
years those p lan ts th a t  were p runed  
will usually be larger th an  those left 
unpruned.

10. P la n t berries from  n and ina , 
m agnolia, firetho rn , and o th er berry 
bearing  p lan ts. P lan t them  very 
shallow  and  m ulch w ith ro tten  
leaves.. K een the  soil m oist (but 
no t wet) an d  shaded.

11.Anchor newly p lanted  trees and 
large shrubs to prevent th e  strong 
M arch winds from  rocking them  
about. K eep the  soil packed around 
th e  base of th e  p lant.

12. W rap th e  trunk  of newly 
p lan ted  trees w ith burlap  or rags 
to  prevent th e  sun  from splitting  
th e  bark.

13. In  tran sp lan tin g  evergreens, 
som e of th e  leaves should be re ­
moved in add ition  to p runing back. 
T h is Is especially tru e  of hollies.
