In the interesting lesson Miss 
Joyner told the women "The m atter 
of making and conserving clothing 
Is becoming more and more vital. 
Today the women who sew aré 
serving their country by releasing 
labor for war work, th e  person 
who ase efficient and .safe meth- 
od.s of ronstruction is saving her 
own time which can be used for 
war effort, and money which may 
be loaned to the government thru  
the purchase of stamps and bonds. 
Dressmaking when Hone right is a 
pleasure, * depending upon how 
much skill and interest you put in 
your work."

By the use of jjosters and an a t ­
tractive model dress the nine rules 
for every dre.s.smaker were discuss­
ed. They are as follows:

1. Plan before you buy.
2. Select a good pattern, fit it

and make necessary alteration.
3. Lay out your whole pattern

before cutting and check grain line 
of every piece. Cut with long, even 
strokes.

4. Baste the garm ent together.
5. Fit your garment and pin cor- 

rectiens.
6. Stitch flat work such as darts 

and pleats.
7. Press as you go.
8 Try garm ent on for second

fitting and m ark hemline.
9. Select the proper finish for 

your fabrics and give your garm ent 
a "custom-made ' look.

In conclusion MLss Joyner stress­
ed the fact th a t dresses today m ust 
be easy to wear, comfortable fit, 
easy to get into, and easy to keep 
clean. The home agents were wear­
ing plain, tailored dresses for the 
demon.stration.

I t ’s i  
not unreasonable to believe th a t the 
horse-trading might result in lop­
ping off a head or two in the cabi­
net.

Allied offensive action again.st J a ­
pan will develop any day now in 
(Dhina. The rea.sons for this rumor 
are many.

The President hinted at it in his 
recent speech. Madame Chiang 
K ai-Sheg has had her say here and 
the weight of it is im portant Guad- ' 
alcanal and New Guinea were de- I 
fensive-offenslves. carried out to 
protect our supply lines to Australia 
and remove the th reat of Ja p a n s  
continuing its island-hopping to our 
dow'n-under ally. The succe.ss of 
those two ventures did not really 
bring us any closer to Japan.

If we are to strike at the heart 
of the Rising Sun. it will have to be 
from China (since Russia has not 
declared war against Japan and is 
too busily occupied in the west ev­
en to think about it now).

I 
would ra ther see the military in 
charge of unemployment and relief 
than to have half-baked New Deal­
ers.

I am not writing in the interests 
of employers or union labor; but 
ra ther solely in the interest of the 
people of the United S tates and 
Canada. As far as the closed shop 
may re.sult in greater justice, well 
and good; but when it is abused, so 
as to handcap any entire industry 
or community, then it becomes 
trea.son. This explains why the an­
ti-racketeering bill, approved by the 
Hou.se Judiciary Committee last 
year but sidetracked by the Rules 
Committee, has been re-introduced. 
This would make the work of la­
bor racketeers "robbery and extor­
tion in in ter-state commerce” and 
hence a federal offense.

Prepare Now For Post-W ar 
Problems

After the war, the “good old 
days” will be gone for both union 
labor and profiteering emploj-ters. If 
any group then interferes-^ w ith 
w hat is best for the nation as a 
whole, th a t group w'lll be swept 
aside. OtherwLse, we will lose the 
peace, after we win the war.

Readers must not be fooled by 
talk about this war necessarily 
"ending all wars and bringing peace 
for evermore.” This is impossible as 
long as pre.sent easy living contin­
ues in America. Furthermoie. to let 
down the tariff bars with our pres­
ent wastful pleasure-loving and se­
curity .seeking ways would necessi­
tate lower w'ages and longer hours.

We must eitiier work 
longer and harder, or cLse! Just 
now. during this war. wo <-an fool 
ourselves th a t two plus two equals 
five or more; but alter t!ie war. 
two plus two will again equal only 
lour!

Most Indians with whom I talked 
would consi(3er it a di.̂ a.-.tei if Eng­
land withdrew her support before a 
new constitution had been drawn 
up and a national government was 
functioning properly. Some think 
it would take ten years to reach 
th a t point.

So the indications are that John 
Bull intend.s to carry on until he 
has completed , his ta.sk m India.
