The other is “A Pocket Book of

And some especially prepared charts
are included, showing vitamin con-
tents and nutritional values as well
as specific instructions for raising
each vegetable.

Mr. Nissley also has another book
in the. exhibit, “Home Vegetable
Gardening,” which gives a com-
plete discussion on the home stor-
age of vegetables, or seed savings,
insect control and other features of
home gardening which seldom are
included—but should be—in a book
of this type.

A book that provides one answer
to the problem of better meals for
less money is “Gardens ror Vic-
tory” by Jean-Marie Putnam and
Liovd C. Casper. It tells how to
get the most, in health, vitamins,
and beauty, out of a small vegetable
garden. It stresses three points of
special value: first, how to get the
most in food values out of each

space for flowers along with their
vegetable garden,
Gardener's First Years,” in which
Alfred Bates has endeavored to
point out the rules and tell why it
is necessary to follow them. This
book also tells of the plants’ needs
—only those which bloom the first
year from seed are included—and

Laying Plans For
Family Food Supply

The joint staff conference of
home economics and agriculture
teacher frainers and supervisors,
called by Mr. T. E. Browne, state
director of vocational education, re-
sulted in some far-reaching plans
for meeting the needs of the pres-
ent and post-war period, according
to Miss Mabel Lacy, Field Teacher
trainer in home economics, East
Carolina Teachers College, who re-
turned yesterday after attending
the conference in Raleigh.
Challenged by the opening ad-
dress of Dr. Clyde T. Erwin, state
superintendent of public instruction.
in which he said “the test of real
education is the manner in which
it serves the people®in time of war
as well as in time of peace,” and
that “we must not lose sight of the
value and necessity of working to-
gether” the group, under the leader-
ship of Mr. Browne, set themselves
to the task of analyzing the needs
of rural people in North Carolina,
and pledged themselves to a con-
structive program for better farm
family living.

Ways of strengthening the coop-
erative efforts of teachers of agri-
culture and home economics
through in-service training were
considered, and much attention was
given to the task of preparing new
teachers through pre-service train-
ing to make an immediate contri-
bution toward improving farm fam-
ily living.
- One major altivity planned is
that of 10 cannery , May
10 to June 15, inclusive, distributed
geographically, in preparation for
the operation of approximately 225
community canneries. The first
workshop will be held for state staff
members.

A series of evening classes are
now being taught cooperatively by
teachers of agriculture and home
economics in Pitt county under the
leadership of Mr. J. H. Mobley,
county chairman, teachers of agri-
culture, with major emphasis upon
planning, producing, conserving,
and utilizing an adequate supply of
food. Student teachers of the Home
Economics Department, East Caro-
lina Teachers College, are observing
and participating in this program.
