The daylight foravs followed
night blows by Mosquitos of the
RAF ‘ggainst unnamed targets in
western Germany.

The Berlin broadcasts seid the
American bombers were escorted by
fighters and were engaged in violent
battles by strong forces of the Ger-
man air defense.

Runmhing air battles continued
across Frence and inio Germany,
the broadcast said.

An air raid alert was sounded in
Basle, 8witzerland, as the American
heavy bombers droned on eastward.

Coastal watchers said some of the
bomber formetions leaving Britain
required nearly an hour to cross the
coast.

The procession of davlight at-
tackers was - joined shortly after-
ward by fighter planes, streaking
out in force toward Boulogne on
the bombers’ flank.

Finland Clings To

AN ANALYSIS OF THE NEWS

It would be interesting to know
what inspires the odd conclusion
that Stalin of Moscow, in recogniz-
ing the government under King
Emanuele, has jettisoned the Ital-
jan Tommunist party which de-
mand's the monarch's abdication,

There's nothing. to support any
such notion, so far as 1 can see.
EStalin merely has siznified that he
thinks the Badoglio government un-
der the king is better left to act for
the tima beiny. The Cuommunist
chief hes in no way committed him-
self beyond the present emergency
by recognition.

The marshal did agree at the
Moscow conference of tlie big four—
America. Britain, Russia and China
—that Fascism should be destroyed
end that the Italian people should
be allowed to choose their own
democratic form of government.
However, it seems absurd to believe
he deviates so far from ordinary
human nature that he wouldn't be
happy to see a Communist govern-
ment in Italy ultimately-—or in any
other country, for that matter. He's
not going to stifle his own follow-
ers and doctrines.

So probably little Emanuele_ finds
his throne an uneasy seat, despite
the working agreement with Ameri-
ca and Britain, apd putright re-
sumption of diplomatic relations
with Moscow. And he'’s not the on-
iy king with troubles, for fhe four
kingdoms of the neighboring Bal-
kan peninsula—Greece, Bulgaria,
Yugoslavia and . Rumania — are
shaking to their very foundations.

Taking the case of King Georze

ro. The politica] trend among his
people now is to kick him out once
more and reestablish the republic.
When they called him back m 1935
he had a chance to rebuild the glo-
ries of his throne, but he soon al-

the povernment.

Now( the Greeks throughout his-
tory have hated dictators. but they
would have forgiven George if he
had disavowed the dictatorship
when Metaxas died in 1941, and had
taken over the active leadership of
his people. All he had to do was
mount a white charger and ride

side and he would have been the
hero of the public.

But George didn't. He never has
keen a forceful personality. His
mother-in-law. the late Queen Ma-
rie of Rumania, discovered that
when she did her utmost to get him
pack on his throne during his long
exile prior to 1935. She knew then
that if he would take the initia-
tive he could regain his crown.

Well. the Greek political parties.
including the Royalists, have asked
King George not to retum to
Greece until after they have had
a plebiscite to decide what govern-
ment they want. Unless he acquires

The plight of young King Peter of
Yugoslavia is equally serious.

New York, March 18—(AP)—
Eire’s minister to the United States,
Robert . Brénnan, denies that Axis
diplomais are carrying on any suc-
cessful espionage in Ireland.

“We know,” Brennan told a press
conference yesterday, “that the
German legation has no means of
transmitting to Germany any in-
formation they may obtain. They
have no diplgmatic pouch or dip-
lomatic couriers. They have no
telephonic communication. They
have no wireless transmitter.
“They can communicate only by
cable wnich passes through London.
Therefore, they can transmit no
message that the DBritish are -un-
willing. to forward,...I cannot rec-
oncile that uneasiness of the Amer-
ican government on the  guestion
of Axis espionage in Ircland except
by saying the American governinent
is grossly misinformed.”
