B ’idence Increases tha t the Allies 
already have reduced Japan's out­
lying Pacific defenses to such a tow 
stater M to render her toner bul- 
waiks highly vulnerable to the great 
offensive whicii certainly will rome 
•8 soon as the HiUertan war is over 
—and maybe sooner.

Secretai^ of the Navy Forrestal 
says our sea warfare has been so 
successful tha t Japan's outer Pa­
cific defenses have been beaten 
down to the level of “a line of de­
fense in name only.” Eugene Burns, 
Associated Preas war cmrespondent 
who has just returned home from 
the Pacific theater, declares Nip­
pon's defeoatve perimeter is so weak 
tha t our navy could slice through it 
a t wiU. Aa a mattes of fact. Burns 
adds, the Japanese are “operating 
everywhere on a shoestring.”

TlteM results are amazing, es­
pecially to view of Japan's prepar- 
editeft* a t the outaet of the war and 
the aavantage she gained by her 
treachery at Pearl Harbm-. They've 
haaa achieved -to three ways; (1) 
By sinking the huge total of 3,000,-

W ith the  F ifth  Army, Italy 
Chaplain C hsrtes A. P rancb  of 
Bethel, N. C„ recently made his 
nav  iiver dhftcult m ountain trails 
to a forward outpost and evacuated 
American infantrym en killed to a 
heavy Germ an artillery barrage on 
the F ifth  Army frcmt in Italy.

Chaplain Francis, serving with 
the 36th ‘Texas” divlsiJi), was noti­
fied thf-t th ree infanirym en had 
Iteen killed instantly by enemy ^ e l l -  
flre.

The 38th division outpost was ac­
cessible only by climbing over d if­
ficult and hazard-.us lerrato. W ith 
seven enlisted men to  help him in 
the evacuation, the chaplain made 
the difficult trtp, encountering G er­
m an m ortar and artillery fire all 
the way.

Once they had reactwd the ou t­
post. enemy small arm s fire was 
directed in term ittently  a t the F ifth  
Army group. For five hours Chap­
lain Francis remained a t his post, 
ignoring shelling and cttrectmg re­
moval of the bodies.

D isregarding h is weariness and 
the contlrued danger, he then  help­
ed carry the th rq i bodies to  the 
rear. The cteecent was more diffi­
cult th an  the ascent, bu t the  chap­
lain continued untO he reached the 
collecting station.
