Rome, June 20—(AP)—Allled
forces pressing northward on the
Italian mainland have entered Pe-
rugia, major communications cen-
ter 72 miles air line southeast of
Florence and 85 miles north of
Ronie, after the German position in
the north had been weakened by the
conquiest of Elba by French mlon_ml
troops.

The French crushed the last stub-
born resistance on Elba yesterday.
The swift campaign netted 1300
prisoners, all but a small portion
oi the enemy garrison.

Organized resistance on Elba coi-
Jagsed with the capture of Porto
Longone, on the eastern shore of the
historic island. The garrison
about 300 there hoisted a white {lag
and surrendered. Large quantities
of materiel were abandoned by the
enemy.

Perugia was entered by Eighth
army troops which were encounter-
ing spotty resistance today within
the town. On both sides of the city.
however, Allied troops advanced a

considerable distance, - an -Allied

The Fifth Army advanced more
than nine miles north of Grosetto,
which is some 22 miles beyond Or-
betello.

Some
of it is strictly black market. Some
is price-cheating. Some of the new
radios are made and sold honestly.

The radios are new in the sense
that they-have been assembled from
various radio parts. This kind of
radio-making must first have afi-
thorization from the War Produc-
tion Board.

PFrom that point on' the radios
are under OPA price controls.

Some assemblers ignore WPB and

. OPA. They make the radios and

sell them where they can for what
they can. They operate completely

outside the government. They are

the worst type of black marketers.

Others get WPB approval and
then ignore OPA altogether, Others
get WPB approval, pretend to obey
OPA, and then chisel on price con-
trols. -

The main OPA drive is against
these ‘chiseling assemblers and
wholesale dealers. But several de-
partment stores, includjng one of
the largest in the country, are under
investigation for alleged selling in
violation of OPA prices.

“This is a city slicker racket,” one
OPA officlal says. “The -crooked
assemblers are pretty well concen-
trated in New York, Chicago, San
Francisco and Los Angeles.” The

cheeting has' reached into other

cities.
The big, peacetime radio manu-

facturers are not involved in this

OPA probe. By government order
they have made
since July, 1942.

But since that time, OPA officials
say, 100,000 of the new assembled
sets have been placed on the market
at a retail sale value of 15 million
dollars.

After the July, 1942 ban on the
big manufacturers, ‘“‘promoters”
were able to buy from them many
parts for home models. This was a
legitimate transaction.

By some changes, the auto type
could be made into the home type.
They accumulated cabinets, either
complete or made to order by furni-
ture manufacturers.
