“will be free to work out their own
destiny, under a government of
their own choosing™ when the Allies
defeat Germany.

“The United Nations are deter-
mined that every possible measure
be taken to aid the Italian people
directly and to zive them an op-
portunity to help themselves,” the
President said last night in a radio
address from the White House.

It was directed to the meeting of
the Italian-American Labor Council
in New York in acceptance of the
Couneil's Four Freedom award.

Earlier, Mr. Roosevelt addressed
chiefs of diplomatic missions from
the other American Republics on
the occasion of Columbus Day. Re-
calling the millions of Italians who
have followed Columbus to the
Western Hemisphere, he said:
