“Every farmer
should attend the meeting in his
community to take part in the dis-
cussion. ..Here is one important
event in which farmers can take |
part to help prevent economic chaos
such as followed the last war.”

Among the subjects to be discuss-
ed at theé meetings are: conservation
practices for 1945, productive goals,
and the general agricultural out-
look for the coming year.
