Third Army troops
gtriking on a 20-mile front in
Luxembourg-and Belgium gained up
to threc miles today along the west
bank of the Roer River inside Ger-
many within 25 miles of Dusseldorf.

Allied troops ineld the initiative
all along the winding Western frout,
and the German offensive in Alsace
had dwindled ou.,

American 90th division patiols
reach the Our River at a point
4 1-2 miles northeast of Clervaux in
northern Luxembourg, a front dis-
patch said. They met no resistance.
Trocps of the 17th airbofne division
punched forward three miles at a
point seven miles below St. Vith.

They and three other divisions
were astride or across the “skyline
drive™ highway running north to St.
