Measure Extends
Draft For Another

Year

Washington May 9—(AP)—Pres-
ident Truman today signed legisla-
tion extending the Selective Service
Act as a “compelling necessity in the
continuance of military operations
against Japan.”

The President said he sidned the
bill extending the. military draft a
vear from May 15 (or until the war
has ended on all fronts) with re-
luctance because he did not wish
his action to be interpreted as ex-
pressing concurrence with a section
of the legislation placing “added re-
striction on the war and navy de-
partments in their management of
the fighting forces.”
The measure, as passed by Con-
gress, prohibits the use of 18-year
olds in combat unless they have had
at least six months of training.

Edward Kennedy, whose Reims
dispatch to the Associated Press
gave the first evewitness account of
the German surrender, made today
his first direct statement concern-
ing the story and denied in a sepa-
rate message that he had “admitted
any breach of confidence.”

Kennedy, chief of the AP's west-
ern front staff, has been under sus-
pension since Monday, and Gen.

Mr. Graham Ponder of the State
Department of Christian and Pub-
lic Welfare, was guest speaker at
the regular ECTC chapel yesterday
noon in Austin auditorium. He
spoke on “The Nature of Welfare
Work and the Need for Social Case

As a keynote to the concept of
the aim of welfare work, Mr. Ponder

“I like to think of Public Welfare
ag the base of that ideal,” Mr.

victorious powers.
