James Davis
another relative, set up the first/
printing press in the state in New
Bern. Her father was one of twcol
brothers who were heads of the!
Davis school in La Grange, one of
the last of the academies for which
North Carolina was noted.

Miss Davis attended public and|

is a graduate of the Woman's Col- |
lpge at Greensboro, and studied at!

“By maintaining our army at this
size,” the President said, “we shall
be able to more than double the
force we now have in the Pacific
an ' hurl against the Japanese an
overseas force larger than the 3,-
500,000 men who united with K our
Allies to crush the Wehrmacht and
the Luftwaffe.”

The President said the strength
of 7,000,000 men was decided on by
the joint chiefs of staff after con-

sultation with General Douglas
MacArthur and Admiral Chester
Nimitz.

“These are the men.” the Pres-
ident said, “who will be carrying
the fight to the enemy. but obvious-
lv they cannot operate effectively
unless there are -adequdte reserve
troops in training in the United
States, and also an adequate base
from which our advance troops can
be supplied and serviced.”

“It is our plan that every physi-
cally fit so.dier in the United States
who has not_yet served overseas be
ascigned to foreign duty when he
con.pletes his training, or if he is
fulflling an essential administra-
tiv~ or service job. as soon as he ean
be replaced by a returning veteran.
This has been the Army's policy
since the beginning of the war. It
will be rigidly adhered to in the re-
deployment period.”
