Detroit, Oct. 11—(API—The De- 

trpit Tigers brought the world 
championship back to Detroit today 
for the first time in 10 years, all be­
cause the Chicago Cubs ran out of 
gas and pitchers against the Tiger 
trigger-men.

That, plus some of the fanciest 
flinging of this fall by Lefty Hal 
Newhouser, for a new serie* strike­
out record for seven games, meant 
the ball game and the set in the 
finale yesterday. Hal was the boy 
in the cast—he is 24—and the boy 
turned out to be quite a man as he 
racked up his second win of the 
scramble.

That was the story In the 9 to 3 
payoff. Cholly Grimm was so des­
perate for pitchers, he fnially had 
to reach into the barrel and come 
up with heaving Hank Borowy for 
his third consecutive game.

Good as Hank was in this series 
—he won twice and l(»t twice—the 
Tigers got to him early. They 
drove him from the hill after nine 
pitches which three Tigers convert­
ed into singles and one run. Five 
other Cub pitchers followed him to 
the mound.

The Tigers' hitting power when it 
was needed, and tight pitching in 
the pinches, was what made the 
Cubs lose their seventh series op­
portunity in 37 years after beating 
the Tigers in 1907-08. The Tigers 
put on some great exhibitions of 
daffiness out there in the field 
from time to time. But when the 
final chips were down they picked 
them up with alacrity.

It wasn't only one of them, al­
though Hank Greenberg was in 
forefront. He wound up with a .304 
batting mark, which, with his 1934 
and 1940 flailing, made him one of 
13 men in all series history to go 
for .300 or better in three or more 
series.

All of the  corporations have been 
known for years to be owned whol­
ly or In p a rt by the Cwie in terests 
of Greensboro. While the  reorgan­
ization, in a sense, creates one of 
the largest cotton textile corpora­
tions in the nation with widely div­
ersified m anufacture and national 
xlistribution. the  reorganization serv­
es prim arily to create a more com­
pact, efficient corporation.
