Miss Oestvedt was hunted so in-
tensively by the Germans that she
fuwd to take on a disguise complete
enough that her own father failed to
recognize her. &

Miss Oestvedt is stullying = the
chemistry of foods at the University
of California at Berkeley, preparing
to do much-needed nutrition work
in Norway, Letters recommending
lier highly as a student in this field
also disclosed the important role she
played in Norway's underground
movement during the war.

Until the A. A. U. W. secured per=-
mission to release her story, the de-
tails of Miss Oestvedt's resistance
activities had been sealed by the of-
ficial injunction: “Top Secret—Not

be Published.”

She entered the undeground or-

sanization as editor of a leading re- |

istance newspaper, and also served
as a courier entrusted with impor-
tant messages to Sweden. Later she
functioned as proxy to the chief of
the South Norway underground,
Frequently. during the absences of
she was acting leader of
the whole resistance organization of
uthern Norway.

At one time the Gestapo, deter-
mined to arrest her, sent forty-five
men to block all entrances to the
flat where she lived. Failing to
find her, they took her sister as
hostage. To protect her from cap-
ture, the Norwegian “illegal police”
gave her a new identity ahd a com-
plete  disguise, which included
changing her from a blond to a
brunette with a set of new eye-lash-
es and brows. They gave her strict
instructions to disclose her identity

to 1o one, not even her family and |

close friends.

“I, personally remember one oc-
rasion,” wrote Frederick Myhre, her
chief, “when she stood beside her
tather in a tram car, without reveal-
ing anything and without his recog-
nizing her. Anne Sofie Ostevedt is
alone among our male or female
cooperators to have stood the ner-
without contact with family or
friends.”
