The twin-engined plane, more 
comfortahle than a Allman, ar­
rived here late and took off for 
christening ceremonies at Char- 

at noon.
pkked up other newsmen at 

Raielgh. Durham, Greens­
boro, Winston-Salem. The news­
papermen were Impressed by the 
speed and convenience of local 
travel by air. The South East Air­
lines operates entirely within this 
state. The giant plane. looted by 
former officers in the Army Trans­
port CíHiunand. takes off and lands 
with the greatest oi ease.

The big ship was at the airport 
here about five minutes. The trip 
t f  Raleigh was made in 27 minutes; 
Greensboro In 1 hour and 8 min- 
uies and made the flight to Wms- 
ton-Salem in 8 minutes, and from 
there to Charlotte in 30 minutes.

The airlhier has all safety devices. 
IncludUig two-a-ay radio. It landed 
in Greensboro, lacked up a pas­
senger and was in the air agam in 
live minutes, Tlie seats are on the 
.sides of the plane, passengers fac­
ing each other. TTiere is room In tne 
^ l e  for two persons to walk 
# 4*casl in flight, and with much 
more ea^  than on a pullman.
