The 128-volume collection of rec­
ords of the dvll War did not ap­
pear until !903.

With plans made In advance lor 
the first time, the Army set out 
from the start to make a complete 
record of WorM War II, placing 
historians in each war theater 
headquarters uul with, each field- 
army, air force and technical serv­
ice. In the later stages teams of 
historians went into action with 
combat troops.

Gen, George C. Marshall, then 
chief of claif, directed the prompt 
writing of preliminary accounts oí 
Individual campaigns, for the spe­
cial benefit of wounded men.

Washington. April 30.—<AP)-i 
The long-in-preparation Palestine 
report which may have pcditical re- 
percussion.s throughout the strate­
gic middle east Is schoduled for ife- 
lease tonight.

It is the work of the joint Brlt-o 
Ish-American Committee, which 
for the last four months, has stud­
ied the problem of homeless Buro- 
per.n Jews and Its relation to the 
hotly debated issue of immediate 
large-scale Jewish immigration In 
Palestine.

But beyond the immediate Issue 
of the ancient Arablc-Jewish Pales­
tine dispute and the future of Euro­
pean Jews, Is the relationship of the 
great powers—the U. S., Britain 
and Russia—in the oil-rich Middle 
Ehst.

The committee's report, schedul­
ed to be released simultaneously in 
Washington and Lwidon at 7 p. m 
(EST) will be binding on no one. 
Britain, which has governed Pal­
estine under a League of Nations 
mandate since 192, can ignore tlie 
committee's recommendations if it 
so choses.

Most diplomats familiar with the 
situation, however, believe Britain 
will not fhid it politically feasible 
to do that. Yet, if Britain attempts 
to follow the recommendations it 
probably will tread on the toes of 
either the Arabs or the Jews. And 
in either case. British intematlonE' 
prestige will .sustain a setback, the 
diplomats say.

Overfishing, according to Dr.

As a cause of the decline, he .al­
so mentioned dams and obstruc­
tions, which severely curtail spawn­
ing and limit it to areas below' the 
Carrier, unless fishways make the 
waters above the dam available tor 
spawning.
