1. Getting the person who has 
the disease to cmnc to early for 
treatment not only for his own 
sake but so he won’t ^read it.

2. Finding the person who gave 
him the disease and the person or 
persons to whom he may have 
spread it.

If the local health slgv^s can 
find these people, all can IÉ treat­
ed and, the spread of the|disease 
cut down.

The U. S. Health Service^.estlm- 
ates that there are atx>ut ’̂ SbO.OOO 
new cases of syphilis everf year 
but not more than three-fouiths of 
them are. found or treateih and 
that 1,000,000 new cares of W m r-
rhea occur yearly with only ' about 
350,000 of them found and treated.

Thus many thousands of persons 
with syphjlis and gonorrhea go un­
discovered in the very period of the 
disease in* which they can ..Infect 
other people. *

The government is pouring about 
117,000,000—and the states addi­
tional millions—into the ftoht 
against venereal disease this year.
