The Archbizhop had a word about
Russia also, saying in part:

“We must convince Russia that
on our own principles, we do not
want to impede her living in her
own ideology. But we must convince
her we do not want another id¢ology
{mposed where it has no welcome.”

The significance of these state-
ments of course rests in the fact
that Communism is adamant in the
doctrine that religion is the opiate
ol the masses and must be elim-
inated. Indeed, Communism is of-
fered as a substitute for religion.

Now this is no contradiction of
the circumstance that the Soviet
goverrment is permitting churches
to conduct services in Russia, While
churchés are open, Communism
never ceases its intensive campaign
against 'religion,. and an importeit
part of this is.carried on through
vouth movements which deal With
the m.gke pliable minds of childhood,
You can't/be a true Communist and
believe in God at the same time.

But ‘that isn’t tne whoie swory
Quite apart from Communism, un-
told thousands of people in Europe
who came under the evil influence
of Nazism are bogged down spirit-
ually, morally and in murale, &s 1
obseyved during my recent tour of
the continent. Hitler deliberately
corrupted all he could among his
own people and the peoples ol
neighboring states who came unaer
his control., He did this so that
they would assist, or at least not
resist. his diabolical schemes Tor
the enslavement of conquered na-

That sounds like fiction, but ft
is all too true.
