' to occupy our chlWren whteeaomeiy 
and to provide the right kind at 
iniluences for young peojtee. U has 
also studied individual eases of 
children who need^ help. When 
toeie ease*w erl liht'^rMdMa or

broken homes or of delinquent 
homes, the City Cfouncil for Chlki 
Needs haa expended money. tin»e 
and counseling to correct conditions 
and to ptece the child in surround­
in g  vtoere he would be given a 
chance. In every case possible the 
mganisatlon Itas inspired the rela­
tives Of the child to meet as much 
of toe responsibUtty and expense as 
they could while the crganlralior 
tupptemerXed and encourged Uie 
family.

Moreover, It has worked earnestly 
to arouse publit spirited citizens to 
a consldergtion of the Importance of 
providing wholesome occupation and 
desirable envlroments for ail chil­
dren of Greenville.
