Whether this
indicated that manufacturers were
holding back for higher prices after

The first soft coal strike started
at the end of March, involving 400,
000 miners, and by the fime Presi-
dent Truman seized the mines near
the end of a 12-day truce proposed
bv John L. Lewis in May, steel pro-
duction again was down to 438
per cent of capacity. The lack of
coal virtually crippled many other
lines of business.

When these big strikes finally
were over, and the 48-hour rail
strike was settled dramatically in
May at the very moment the Presi-
dent was heatedly addressing Con-
gress, again following government
seizure, most of the public heaved &
sigh of relief.

What so few people realived ex-
cept for corporation executives who
were unable to finish their products
because of a lack of some essential
part, was thta small and unpubll-
clzed strikes were still continuing
by the score.

Survivors of
8 proud race damned his memory
down the centuries, because of his
reputed torturing and ruthless ex-
termination of the Aztec leaders.
5 His Elusive Ghost

Three hundred yedrs after Cor-
tes conquered it, Mexico rebelled
against Spain and became a repub-
lic. During bloody anti-European
riols that swept the capital in

lold conquistador had escaped from
Aztec ambushes in earler days. a
desceridant managed to spirit his
remains to a secret hiding place.

‘Another 123 years passed, and
the location of the bones remained
a mystery. Last month they were
reported discovered in Mexico City
—long after time had softened the
revolutionary fury that had en-
dapgered them,

Through a panel in an ornate
gold-and-erystal casket, a skull
which was declared to be that of
Cogtes could be seen for the first
time since those who carried it off
had secretly immured it in the
capital’s ancient Hospital de Jesus.

But though the bones of Cortes
have been found, the question of
his position in Mexican history
continues to be disputed. By and |
large, those of Spanish lnclmation
are pro-Cortes, while the more
revolutionary, nationalistically -
minded Mexicans preserve the
grudge which their ancestors bore
him. It has been remarketi that
no public monument to the con-
queror stands in all Mexico.

History indicates that the swarthy
politiclan-general who sought gold
and adventure in the New World
was a master of strategy. That his
methods were cruel and avaricious
with no regard for Aztec culturs, is
also a matter of record.
