Brokers said cAsh wheat arrivals 
are rapidly absorbed In commercial j 
channels and that there is nothing 
resembling an adequate supply ut 
terminal poinLs to meet the need 
01 food abroad. During the pa.sl 
.seven weeks, the price of wheat ha.s 
advanced approximately 50 cents a 
bushel.
