Churchill's Glcomy Estimate; How A Former Member
First Hand Report On Reaction Of The People

That was a gloomy estimate by
Winston Churchill, Britain's war-
time conservative prime minister
when he charged in a speech yes-
terday that England “is being driv-
en into ruin and our Empire i
being scattered and squandered” by
the pwxenl socialist government.
Curiowsly’ enough the news dis-
patech containing that statement
reached my desk just’as T returned
from a discussion on the status of
British socialism with one of Eng-
land's clever women who is visiting
America. She {s Mrs. Mary Agnes
Hamilton, author of many books, a
former member of ParHament, a
former governor of the - British
Broadeasting Corporation, and cur-
rently chief of the American Infor-
mation Department of the British
Foreign Office, Mrs. Hamilton has
a vivid personality, and there is a
velightful little roll of her r's from
time to-time which is suggestive of
the highlinds and heather of Scot-
land.

Unwittingly  Mrs. Hamilton had
given Churchill a partial answer
during our conversation. I had ask-
ed bluntly:

“You havel’'t yvet demonstrated
that soclalism will work, have you."

She agreed that the "Q.ED." still
had to be written on §e proposi-
tion. Thereupon I inquired . what
would happen if the socialist gov-
ernment, having inaugurated wide-
spread nationalization, found it
wouldn't work. How would the
country pull out of that grave diffi-
culty?

“We of course are cbhﬂdent that
things will work out all right,” she
replied. “However, the government
is proceeding slowly ard with great
caution. Nationalization will not be
allowed to extend to a peint which
would cause disaster if it didn't
work. Actually, the program of na-
tionalization is sharply restricted
(Government- spokesmen have indi-
cated a program alming at approxi-
niately 20 percent of industry being
nationalized and the remaining 8C
percent being léft to free enterprise)
there is no intention of wholesale
nationalization but, on the contrary
private, initiative Is to be encourag-
ed.
